1. Welcome and Introductions

SMC Chair Rob Foster called the Science SMC meeting to order at approximately 3:30 p.m. All participants introduced themselves, verified the posting of the public meeting notice. The CDE staff members were also identified. 

2. Preparations for the February 19, 2016, Science SMC Meeting (Information)
