Charter Revocation: Information regarding the Commencement of the Rulemaking Process to Repeal California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 11968.5.
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SUMMARY OF THE ISSUE

At the March 2014 State Board of Education (SBE) meeting, the SBE took action to approve the California Department of Education (CDE) to begin the rulemaking process to repeal the California Code of Regulations, (5 CCR) Title 5, Section 11968.5. The regulatory criteria specified in 5 CCR Section 11968.5 is inconsistent with recently enacted Senate Bill (SB) 1290 and Assembly Bill (AB) 97 (Chapter 47, Statutes of 2013) and amended by SB 97 (Chapter 357, Statutes of 2013). AB 97 establishes local control accountability plans which allow for greater flexibility and multiple measures in evaluating a charter school’s success than is defined with the Academic Performance Index as a sole measure in 5 CCR Section 11968.5.
RECOMMENDATION

This item is being provided to the Advisory Commission on Charter Schools to determine whether it would like to provide public comment for consideration as part of the rulemaking process. Comments from the Advisory Commission on Charter Schools will be documented and provided to the Board. 
BRIEF ANALYSIS OF THE ISSUE

Legislative changes related to academic progress resulted both in inconsistencies with and negating necessity for the current regulations. SB 1290, enacted January 1, 2013, amends Education Code (EC) Section 47607 to now require each chartering authority to consider increases in pupil academic achievement for all groups and subgroups of pupils served by the charter school as the most important factor in determining whether to revoke a charter or grant a charter renewal. AB 97, enacted in July 2013, establishes a new funding formula and local control accountability plans that allow for greater flexibility in measuring a charter’s success than is defined by 5 CCR Section 11968.5.
The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking, Initial Statement of Reasons, and proposed regulations will be posted on the CDE Proposed Regulations and Rulemaking Web site at http://www.cde.ca.gov/re/lr/rr/. The 45-day public comment period begins on March 29, 2014 and ends at 5:00 p.m. on May 13, 2014. The public hearing is scheduled to take place at the CDE on May 13, 2014. The CDE will take the next steps as appropriate.
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
