For purposes of EC Section 47605(b), a charter petition shall be “consistent with sound educational practice” if, in the SBE’s judgment, it is likely to be of educational benefit to pupils who attend. A charter school need not be designed or intended to meet the educational needs of every student who might possibly seek to enroll in order for the charter to be granted by the SBE.

For purposes of EC Section 47605(b)(1), a charter petition shall be “an unsound educational program” if it is either of the following:

(1) A program that involves activities that the SBE determines would present the likelihood of physical, educational, or psychological harm to the affected pupils.

The KRHUESD serves students in Hanford, California, with an educational program that is likely to be of educational benefit to pupils who attend, as evidenced by consistent API growth during the previous five-year charter term, with 2012–13 API Growth of 874. The District offers an educational program that meets the needs of families and students and allows for teaching practices and methods that include technology and the arts.

KRHUESD received its status as a districtwide charter in July 2001, and was subsequently renewed by the SBE for two additional five-year terms in May 2004 and May 2009. 

The KRHUESD petition demonstrates that the petitioners are likely to continue to implement the program as set forth in the charter petition. The petitioners have a reasonable comprehension of the requirements of law and a solid background in the educational, financial, organizational, and legal aspects of operating a charter school. The petitioners have sufficient background to assure the school’s success in the areas of curriculum, instruction, assessment, and business management. The petitioners have demonstrated willingness to work with the CDE and have been responsive to and compliant with to requests for information, submission reports, and necessary documents.

In addition, KRHUESD has a record of educational, financial, and governance success. Kings County Office of Education (KCOE) received the 2013–14 adopted District budget and certified that the District will meet its financial obligations in the current year and two subsequent years based on the multi-year projections. The CDE staff reviewed audited financial data of 2012-13 audit report that reflected an unqualified status and consistent fiscal trends. The audit also reflects an ending fund balance of $1 million, net assets of $3.8 million, and reserves designated for economic uncertainty of 5 percent. Enrollment and average daily attendance are also consistent.

The KRHUESD petition presents a reasonably comprehensive description of the educational program.
KRHUESD offers students in kindergarten through grade eight an education that consists of a broad range of goals and objectives to meet the educational needs of all students. The curriculum is based on the District’s grade level standards, California’s grade level and content standards, Common Core State Standards (to be fully implemented beginning 2014–15), curricular frameworks, and district benchmark assessments.
The KRHUESD measurable student outcome goals are for district charter students to become sufficiently proficient in the core content areas of English language arts, mathematics, science, history-social science, and physical education, and to enter high school without need of any remedial coursework. 

Plan for Low-Achieving Students
KRHUESD is meeting the needs of academically low achieving students and those who have not achieved mastery of the standards through a Response to Intervention (RTI) model that provides intervention programs and instructional strategies. The intervention model is fluid and allows students to move in and out of classrooms and groups according to their specific instructional needs. Time is set aside each day to facilitate this deployment model that supplements the core program. The deployment model also facilitates enrichment opportunities developed to meet the educational needs of academically high achieving students.

Plan for High-Achieving Students

High achieving students are identified through standardized assessment, grade level benchmarks, and other summative assessments. High achieving students’ needs are specifically met within the regular school day through differentiation and also deployment during reading workshop where instruction is targeted at their specific level. Extra-curricular activities are offered to students to extend their learning, provide enrichment, and promote academics, civic responsibility, social skills, and physical well-being. These activities include but are not limited to: Odyssey of the Mind, Science Club, Art Club, Drama Club, Peach Blossom, Spelling Bee, Newspaper Club, Yearbook, Leadership, Philanthropy, sports, etc. 

Plan for English Language Learners

The charter uses the Home Language Survey to identify students who have a primary home language other than English. These students are then assessed using the California English Language Development Test (CELDT). The charter’s goal is that English language learners (ELs) will process academically at the same rate as all other students. These students are monitored regularly and the KRHUESD staff is provided strategies to strengthen the academic program for these students. Students identified as EL are assisted through a variety of instructional strategies and programs that include:  instruction by teachers who have CLAD certification, English Language Development (ELD) and/or Specially Designed Academic Instruction in English (SDAIE) certification; as well as instruction from a bilingual paraprofessional educator. Goals for EL students have been identified in the petition in accordance with EC Section 47605(b)(5)(A)(ii) as they relate to the state priorities. 

Plan for Special Education

KRHUESD continues to be part of the Kings County Special Education Local Plan Area. 

The District provides educational services to students who qualify for special education programs. KRHUESD has a special education department that directly provides necessary programs and services to many of its students with disabilities. Through the Kings County SELPA, the district ensures that programs and services are available to meet the needs of students with severe disabilities. Goals for special education students have been identified in the petition in accordance with EC Section 47605(b)(5)(A)(ii) as they relate to the state priorities.
