	Brief History
	SFFA is a State Board of Education (SBE)-authorized charter school designed to serve pupils in grades six through twelve. Currently SFFA is serving grade nine through grade twelve with the potential for expansion. 
SFFA offers a “hybrid” educational approach that is based on the Common Core Standards combined with the “Flex” model, a program in which content and instruction are delivered primarily by the internet. 
Pursuant to California Education Code (EC) Section 47605(k)(3), SFFA submitted its charter renewal petition to San Francisco Unified School District (SFUSD). The renewal petition was denied by a vote of five to two by the SFUSD Board on October 28, 2014.

The SFFA petition is consistent with sound educational practice and likely to be of educational benefit to pupils who attend. The mission of SFFA is to create an outstanding school where each child’s full potential is developed with engaging, individualized online learning, and to help school districts and others replicate this innovative educational model. SFFA will provide blended instruction that combines online education with traditional, site-based education. The school is not, however, a virtual school. SFFA is a site-based school where teachers are onsite and students are required to attend five days a week.

Comments:
The CDE finds that the SFFA petitioners are not able to successfully implement the intended program. The petitioners have presented an unrealistic financial and operational plan for the proposed charter school as noted:
· SFFA contracts solely with K12, a for profit organization, for curriculum and administrative services. Since the beginning of operations in 2010–11, SFFA has had a zero ending fund balance with no reserves.
· K12 provides credit budgets to SFFA with the expectation that the school will pay back the debt with improved financial conditions. 
· By the end of 2014–15, SFFA will have accumulated about $6.4 million in credit liabilities. 

· Petitioner has moved to a new Proposition 39 facility that would accommodate the addition of pupils in grade six through grade grade eight with no indication in the petition to expand. The build out plan does not provide evidence of SFFA meeting the financial budgetary obligations.

· SFFA has not met the enrollment or grade levels as specified in the original petition. The school was designed to serve 850 pupils in grade six through grade twelve; 275 pupils in the first year of operation with a plan to grow to 550 high school pupils, and adding 300 pupils to support a grade six through grade eight program. Educational Program 
SFFA currently serves students in grades nine through twelve whose demographics reflect the diversity of San Francisco. The educational program is designed to meet the needs of students who are likely to benefit from self-paced, individualized instruction. The school’s educational model is designed to meet the needs of the millennial generation, students born between the years of 1976–2000. SFFA will use a hybrid model that combines the elements of a traditional “brick and mortar” onsite school with online delivery of instruction. 

The education program is based upon the Online School (OLS) learning management system developed by K12. OLS is a web-based curriculum that is accessible to students on or off site. Information is presented through the following modalities: visual, auditory, and kinesthetic. With this program, students have access to a comprehensive list of lessons in multimedia and text form including honors and Advanced Placement courses.
In addition, students will work with teachers, learning coaches, and other students on the school site in small group discussion, hands-on projects, science labs, and assessments. All students will develop an individualized learning program and will be able to progress at their own pace using their own learning style. Online embedded assessments will allow teachers to quickly identify students who require additional support. All students will be expected to participate in a college preparatory curriculum. 
Plan for Low-Achieving Pupils
Upon enrolling in the school, all pupils will complete a Scantron Computer Adaptive Testing Session to determine placement level. Pupil progress will be regularly assessed using lesson, unit, and semester assessments; pupil portfolios; standardized test results; direct teacher involvement; and parent and pupil feedback. Low-achieving pupils will receive additional support through tutoring from teachers and learning coaches. The K12 curriculum is individualized, allowing teachers to select lessons and content that will best meet a student’s needs. In addition, pupils have access to Study Island, content designed to supplement the instruction provided in the K12 curriculum. 
Plan for High-Achieving Students
The curriculum allows all pupils to move at their own pace, encouraging individual pupils to achieve at their highest potential under the supervision of credentialed teachers and academic coaches. Teachers provide high-achieving pupils with guidance, supplemental materials, and special learning projects. 
Plan for Special Education

The petitioners state on p. 44 of the petition that the school will comply with all state and federal laws related to the provision of special education instruction and related services and all Special Educational Local Plan Area (SELPA) policies and procedures. SFFA is a member of the El Dorado County Charter SELPA. The petition (pp. 44–51) outlines a plan for special education pupils including staffing, identification, Individualized Education Program (IEP) development, IEP implementation, and due process.
