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	At the March 2005 meeting, the State Board of Education (SBE) was provided with an overview of the preliminary results for the grade 11 students in the Class of 2006 who were retaking the CAHSEE this year because they had not previously passed one or both parts of the examination. The annual results reporting for all five test administrations will occur in mid-August and will indicate the passing rates by grade level and each of the required subgroups, including gender, race/ethnicity, language fluency, economically disadvantaged, and special education program participation. Results are not reported after each administration because districts are provided the opportunity to correct the demographic data throughout the school year, in order to ensure that the annual results posted on the California Department of Education (CDE) Web site are accurate. Data accuracy is critical because the CAHSEE is used for state and federal accountability purposes. 

There are two new aspects to the annual reports to be posted on the CDE’s Web site in August. First, in addition to the overall Demographic Summary Reports, separate Demographic Summary Reports will be provided for each grade level tested. Therefore, the subgroup information will be displayed for each grade level tested. Second, the number of students tested with modifications has been added to the Demographic Summary Reports.

During the February 8-9 administration, over 150,000 students in grades 10 and 11, as well as adult students, were tested. The number of students tested on March 15-16 will not be available until late April, but it is likely that more than 300,000 grade 10 students were administered the CAHSEE for the first time. The final opportunity to test this school year will be on May 10-11.
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
