	Update on 2012 Accountability for the 2012 Growth Academic Performance Index, 2011–12 School Quality Snapshot Report, 2012 Adequate Yearly Progress, and 2012–13 Program Improvement Reports.


Summary of Key Issues

On October 11, 2012, State Superintendent of Public Instruction Tom Torlakson released the 2011–12 Accountability Progress Reporting (APR) system results on the California Department of Education (CDE) APR Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/ac/ar/. The news release that summarizes the statewide results can be found on the CDE News Releases Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/nr/ne/yr12/yr12rel96.asp. The APR system generates reports that meet state as well as federal accountability requirements. The summary of APR results includes the proportion of:

· Schools that made all state Academic Performance Index (API) growth targets

· Schools that met federal Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) requirements

· Federal Title I schools and LEAs in California that are identified for Program Improvement (PI)

Along with the annual API scores, Superintendent Torlakson also unveiled the CDE’s new School Quality Snapshot, a free, online accountability tool that puts a wide variety of academic results and other information about a school's performance at the fingertips of parents and the public. The School Quality Snapshot provides visual representations of data that schools already report to the CDE, including accountability, assessment, school demographics, and school climate. These reports represent a first step in how the Department and the State Board of Education plan to use data to better inform the public about the progress of California schools as they reshape the School Accountability Report Card and revise the Academic Performance Index as required by Senate Bill 1458 (Chapter 577, Statutes of 2012).
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
