	In June 2013 Everest graduated its first class of students with a class of 62 students walking across the stage. Only students who passed all of their courses with a C- or better met the requirements for graduation.

All of our courses incorporate the concepts of evaluation, understanding perspectives, and both verbal and written articulation; therefore, the fact that all graduates passed their courses indicates that students were able to demonstrate competency on the skills indicated in the ESLRS.

All seniors had to complete a senior research paper as part of a graduation requirement. This paper was an interdisciplinary project that incorporated each one of these ESLRS and was graded on a standardized rubric. Passing this assignment indicated that a student had in fact demonstrated these skills, and students who did not pass this assignment did not graduate.

Additionally, all of our departments have created a vertical plan that was backwards planned so that each year students are developing the fundamental skills that are needed to succeed at the next grade level. The fact that all courses incorporate the skills required to meet the ESLRs suggests that students in all grade levels are on a trajectory to meet them upon graduation.

	All of our courses incorporate the skills of analysis, application, connection, evaluation, hypothesis, and use of evidence. The courses have been thoughtfully designed so that at each grade level students are building the fundamental skills that they will need at each subsequent 
grade level.

Our students are making excellent progress towards earning a passing grade, which at Everest is a C-, in each of the courses required for graduation. Based on last year’s grade reports, 95.08 percent of all students received grades of C- or higher in all of their courses. A grade specific breakdown is:
9th grade- 92.6 percent
10th grade- 98.1 percent
11th grade- 95.7 percent
12th grade- 93.9 percent

In the case of the students who did not pass their courses with a C- or higher (each of these students failed multiple courses), they were required to repeat the grade. In most cases these students chose to stay in the school and are repeating the grade this school year so that they can develop the skills necessary to pass their courses and ultimately demonstrate mastery on the ESLRs. Specifically, three of the four students who were seniors last year who did not end up passing each one of their classes, and therefore not allowed to graduate, have opted to return this year as seniors so that they can develop competency on the skills, pass their courses, and graduate.

In addition to the programmatic elements already in place (teacher office hours, peer tutoring, extended semester, summer school etc.), we introduced a reading pilot called Reading Plus and integrated other technologies, such as Khan Academy, into our regular supports for students needing both remediation and extra skills support.

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Specific to this year’s testing results we saw a drop in mathematics, particularly at the 9th grade level. We also had more students below basic and far below basic in ELA than we would have hoped, especially given the focus on literacy this past year. With regards to students who are struggling in math and/ELA, we will have interventions in place for them this year; these interventions are primarily using technology to fill in some of the gaps that these students come to us with. Finally, we are implementing a school-wide reading time that will allow all students to improve their literacy.

	Everest students are required to take 4 years of UC approved English, math (Algebra 1 through AP Calculus or AP Statistics), social studies, science (biology, physics, chemistry and AP Environmental Science), and foreign language. Therefore, 100 percent of our graduates completed the UC/CSU entrance requirements with a C- or better. In fact, they all exceed them.

Everest also requires that all students apply to at least one four-year college or university. This year we made a few exceptions to this for students who had personal circumstances for which this did not make sense.

In terms of college acceptance, 92 percent of graduates were accepted to at least one 4-year college or university. In fact, many were accepted to multiple universities, and the schools that students were accepted to ranged from public to private, elite to non-competitive and from all over the United States (and one international).




Additional Areas of Student Success:

	Students are excelling and/or showing improvement in many other ways, both in the academic and personal realm. In the academic realm students are developing their college-readiness and their skills with regards to visual and performing arts. In the personal realm students are developing their leadership capacity and their ability to be contributing members of our community (both inside the school and out).

In terms of college-readiness, we provide every student with 8 weeks of a specialized college-readiness curriculum that students engage with during their junior year. This course was designed and refined by college counselors and our faculty. The course covers topics ranging from the college process to finding the right-fit school.  It also specifically works with students on test-prep and drafting their personal statement.

Student development in regards to the visual and performing arts is happening during our 8 week intersession program. In this program, students have an opportunity to immerse themselves in a visual and performing art of their choice where they put on a production at the end of the 8 weeks. Most of these courses are offered at the beginning, intermediate and advanced levels and students can move up as their skills develop.

In terms of leadership, the number of opportunities for student leadership has increased every year. This past year some of the leadership success included:
· The creation of a sustainable student government with an approved constitution

· An award-winning Forensics team that made it to Nationals

· An Everest chapter of the Young Dreamers club, which is very involved with the community and traveled to Guatemala over the summer

· Internship opportunities across the Bay Area

In addition, all students have to participate in our community service program, where students found incredible success. Many students went on to stay at their volunteer placements even though their required number of hours was completed.

Everest students are succeeding in ways that make every member of our community proud. As we enter our 5th year, we are looking forward to continued success.
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
