At last count, over 45 feeder schools send students to LVCP. Home schools, independent study, Montessori, private religious, private non-denominational, comprehensive public schools, and charter schools all feed into LVCP. This creates a “newness” that allows for the development of a school culture unique to LVCP and creating a unified vision around who we are as LVCP and how we wish to be different from other schools in the area. LVCP is welcoming, friendly, safe, and focused on college admission for all students. In 2011–12, our total population grew from 75 to 191 and our staff doubled in size as well. In 2012–13, our population grew to 320. In 2013–2014, our population on the first day of school was 494 and will no doubt continue to grow. LVCP’s well-stated mission, vision, and philosophy about completing a college preparatory curriculum, the needs of the future, and the need to connect learning to student interest, college, and career draws students from every geographic area within 40 miles.

	All core academic courses at Livermore Valley Charter Prep are designed with alignment to state and/or national standards and frameworks in addition to Livermore Valley Charter Prep’s expected school wide learning results. Because of Livermore Valley Charter Prep’s emphasis on project-based learning, all projects in core academic courses are designed in aligned to state and/or national standards and frameworks and Livermore Valley Charter Prep’s expected school wide learning results.

At the end of each semester, every student at Livermore Valley Charter Prep is required to participate in a presentation of learning delivered to a panel of their peers, teachers, and other community members. This is an opportunity for students to reflect on their personal and academic development that semester at Livermore Valley Charter Prep in relation to the expected school wide learning results. Through their presentations of learning, students not only develop their listening and presenting skills, but also connect their academic learning throughout the semester to the expected school wide learning results and reflect upon and evaluate their progress toward accomplishing the expected school wide learning results.

Student work at Livermore Valley Charter Prep involves a variety of structured learning so that students organize, access, and apply knowledge they already have acquired and so that students have the tools to gather and create knowledge and have opportunities to use these tools to research, inquire, gather, discover, and invent knowledge on their own and communicate this. One of the primary ways that Livermore Valley Charter Prep students do this is through project based learning combined with more traditional teaching methodologies in their classes. Project Based Learning (PBL) requires the use of multiple tools like reading, writing, math, research, presentation and more to answer a question, solve a problem, create a work of art, etc. to respond to a complex question posed by the teacher. PBL is driven by student inquiry and group work and often extends into multiple subject areas thus representing real-life work situations. Projects often conclude with a student's “Presentation of Learning” to parents, teachers, and peers, in exhibits, in works of art, and more. Students will also learn from traditional methodologies like lecture, note taking, and written exams to ensure college readiness. Research and writing abilities are key to all studies at Livermore Valley Charter Prep.

At the end of each semester, all students participate in presentations of learning (POLs) in which they reflect upon their progress in their classes and school community toward the expected school wide learning results. While they are engaging in their presentations of learning, students utilize their digital portfolios where they store and showcase their work from their classes throughout the semester.

Different academic departments at Livermore Valley Charter Prep collaborate to clearly articulate the skills with which they want students to graduate and develop curricular plans to scaffold and develop those skills. Examples of skills include mathematical literacy, the ability to conduct sound research, knowledge of plagiarism and how to properly cite sources, and how to determine the reliability of sources. The math and science departments have begun to utilize pre- and post-assessments to measure student progress toward developing these skills.

The various departments have also collaborated to create placement tests that are administered to new students prior to placement in courses, including science, social studies, math, and foreign language. This ensures that our students, who come from a large variety of feeder schools, are appropriately placed in their academic classes.

Lastly, all students at Livermore Valley Charter Prep are required to maintain an up-to-date digital portfolio that includes pictures and work samples from their classes. These portfolios are meant to be a showcase of the student’s progress, as they demonstrate their final assessments in their courses, while also including links to the student’s Presentations of Learning, which are reflections of learning that include specific reflections about their progress in the Livermore Valley Charter Prep Expected School wide Learning Results and evidence from their work that supports their growth for each. Livermore Valley Charter Prep teachers collect data from work samples daily, using entrance and exit tickets or check-ins with socrative.com. Teachers use these formative assessments to differentiate lessons targeted to students’ diverse needs and skills. Livermore Valley Charter Prep furthermore utilizes summative assessments as checkpoints, measuring the students’ overall proficiencies with the content standards and skills. These quizzes, given incrementally throughout units, offer a picture of how well the students have progressed in each skill. The progress that the students have made towards the unit skills are again measured at the end of the unit, with a final that combines all of the content from the unit, and with finals that combine fundamental content from the semester.

	The 2012–13 CST ELA results show that 72.39 percent of LVCP students scored proficient or advanced. Also, writing across the curriculum is incorporated into every class. Students have numerous opportunities to show proficiency in reading and writing through, assessments, journals, portfolios, and various other student publications.




	Students will complete coursework and related activities needed to be considered for admission at the University of California and California State Universities.

	All core academic classes at Livermore Valley Charter Prep meet state and/or national standards and frameworks in addition to LVCP’s expected school wide learning results. As a relatively new school, Livermore Valley Charter Prep teachers have been writing and submitting courses for approval by the University of California “a-g” committee. Furthermore, relevant standards and the expected school wide learning results are posted in all classrooms, on course syllabi, pacing guides, and project descriptions. Staff members have also received additional training effective methods for integrating state standards and frameworks into courses, pacing guides, and assessments. As of 
8-27-13, 56 of the 69 courses available at LVCP are UC A--G approved. The 13 remaining courses are currently being reviewed by the UC and approval is imminent. Currently, LVCP is completing the final stages of the Western Association of Schools and Colleges accreditation process (WASC). We expect full WASC accreditation in the Fall 2013.

	Livermore Valley Charter Prep students have a graduation requirement of completing 100 hours of community service. Livermore Valley Charter Prep believes in giving back as a way to improve ourselves and our world. Each year, students are required to complete 25 hours of community service work - which is about one hour per week. Students receive credit for work at school and in the larger community.

Teachers also participate frequently. In fact, each teacher hosts one event every year where they lead a community outreach program of their choosing. Students have the opportunity to pursue any interest they have as well. Students might volunteer at a homeless shelter, work at a local pre-school, participate in a beach clean-up, create a marketing flyer for a local non-profit, and more. Their service opportunities are only limited by their own creativity.


	Students will participate in a Senior Institute at which a culminating Senior Project is displayed and evaluated.  This project will demonstrate a student’s mastery of academic material.

	Senior year, as a component of Senior Institute, students are provided opportunities for shadowing, apprenticeship, community projects, and other real world experiences and applications. These are available and often required of all students. Students also participate in career days four times a year through the advisory program, where they get the chance to meet and interact with various community members from a variety of careers.

The Senior Project is a culmination of their 4 years at LVCP. The product could consist of a tangible product, a presentation to the underclassman, or an “Eagle Scout” like community service project.

	On any given day at LVCP, teachers and students work in a variety of team settings. Students are immersed in project based learning and classrooms are multi-grade level. Technology is used throughout the day as students complete the UC/CSU required coursework for admission to those institutions. College prep courses, Advanced Placement courses, and Las Positas Community College classes all take place on this campus. Most importantly, students and staff members are filled with a love for their school and value their ability to choose where they learn and work each day.
LVCP is located very close to Las Positas Community College and has developed a cooperative relationship with the school. LVCP offers Las Positas classes by paying for the cost of the instructor. In 2012–13, 6 semester college level classes were offered. Advanced Placement courses are offered only when the community college does not offer the course, or when they cannot obtain a professor for the course. Currently, 68 students are concurrently enrolled at Las Positas College and LVCP.

LVCP is a digital school where students each carry their own netbook supplied by LVCP. The entire campus is wireless with LCD projectors in every classroom and document cameras in many classrooms. Digital textbooks are used for work at home and in many classrooms. There is one digital music and media arts lab. All project based learning requires students to produce a technology component. LVCP students and staff are digitally literate and use Google Apps, Facebook, YouTube, Google Sites, and more every day.

Without a doubt, LVCP is a school with the future in mind. LVCP is a digital campus that emphasizes 21st Century workforce skills though a project based curriculum. The campus culture is one that emphasizes thinking outside of the box and stepping out of one’s comfort zone. Lastly, LVCP is a school that always keeps the big picture in mind, strives to make University accessible to our students, and does whatever it takes to prepare our students for the future.
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
