Summary of Key Issues

Pursuant to California Education Code (EC) Section 52074 the California Collaborative for Educational Excellence (CCEE) is established and shall be governed by a board consisting of the following five members:
· The State Superintendent of Public or his or her designee
· The President of the State Board of Education or his or her designee
· A county superintendent of schools appointed by the Senate Committee on Rules
· A teacher appointed by the Speaker of the Assembly
· A superintendent of a school district appointed by the Governor of California
The members of the CCEE governing board are:
· Tom Torlakson, State Superintendent of Public Instruction
· Sue Burr, Designee, Member, State Board of Education 

· Michael C. Watkins, Superintendent, Santa Cruz County Office of Education

· Tim Sbranti, Teacher, Dublin High School

· Sandra Thorstenson, Superintendent, Whittier Union High School District

The CCEE Board shall govern the CCEE and direct the fiscal agent to contract with individuals, local educational agencies (LEAs), or organizations with the expertise, experience, and a record of success that includes but is not limited to the following areas: 

· State priorities as described in subdivision (d) of EC Section 52060 

· Improving the quality of teaching 

· Improving the quality of school district and schoolsite leadership 
· Successfully addressing the needs of special pupil populations, including, but not limited to, English learners, pupils eligible to receive a free or reduced-priced meal, pupils in foster care, and individuals with exceptional needs
The CCEE will provide advice and assistance to LEAs (charter schools, school districts, and county offices of education) in achieving the goals set forth in the Local Control and Accountability Plans.
