High Tech Middle North County (HTMNC) identified the following ten (10) goals in its LCAP for the 2015-2016 school year:  

1. Curricular Access: All students have access to a relevant and engaging curriculum, regardless of previous academic performance or other factors (i.e., no tracking) and will receive appropriate levels of access, challenge, and support.

2. Parent Engagement: Parents will be involved in their child’s events at school, including POLs, SLCs, and exhibitions of student work.

3. Internal Math Assessments: All students will show growth in math, based on internal assessments.

4. Internal Reading Assessments: All students will show growth in reading, based on internal assessments.

5. Student Attendance: Student attendance will be at or above 96%.

6. Student Experience: Faculty will consider how students feel about school, their courses, and their teachers.  School experience survey will be conducted.

7. Student Work: Each student will develop and maintain a reflective digital portfolio, including writing samples, math growth, and project work.
8. Common Core: Student projects will be informed by Common Core State Standards (CCSS) and teachers will have access to necessary resources.
9. School Culture: The amount of out-of-school suspensions will decrease from the 2014-2015 year, as a result of restorative practices and social-emotional work with students.

10. Teacher Credentials: Maintain 100% fully credentialed, appropriately assigned teachers.

The following is a summary update on HTMNC’s 2015-2016 LCAP Goals as of December 8, 2015:

This first semester, our focus has been on maintaining strong average daily attendance, reducing suspension through implementation of restorative practices, and designing student projects that are relevant, engaging and aligned with Common Core.  We also worked to ensure high rates of parent attendance at SLCs, designed systems for gathering base-line data in reading and math, and collected data on student perception.  

1. Curricular Access: 100% of students have access to a relevant and engaging curriculum, regardless of previous academic performance or other factors. The master schedule shows that students are not tracked.

2. Parent Engagement: 99% of students had parents/guardians attend their SLCs this fall. 

3. Internal Math Assessments: We collected math baseline data using the CSU/UC Mathematics Diagnostic Testing Project (MDTP) assessment for math. 

4. Internal Reading Assessments: We collected reading baseline data using the Degrees of Reading Power (DRP) assessment for reading.

5. Student Attendance: Our student attendance rate for August through the end of November has remained consistently high, at 97.1%.

6. Student Experience: We administered the YouthTruth survey to students in December to gather data on student perceptions, and are waiting on the results. At least 90% of students have participated in the survey.

7. Student Work: While all students keep a portfolio of work, 60% of students are currently actively maintaining digital portfolios that include writing samples, evidence of math growth, and project work.
8. Common Core: 100% of student projects are informed by Common Core Standards, and all teachers have had access to necessary resources and professional learning. 

9. School Culture:  Our out-of-school suspension rates are down to 4 students suspended this fall, compared to 6 students suspended in the same period during the fall of 2014.

10. Teacher Credentials: All HTMNC teachers hold valid California teaching credentials and EL authorizations.  Four teachers are completing the state requirements to add a second content area authorization for their teaching assignment.   

The following is a summary of observations informing practice to date:

Tracking our LCAP goals throughout the first semester has led to several insights. The first is the value of our Dean of Students in supporting students’ social emotional growth. This is a new role at HTMNC and has been an incredible asset to the school community. The Dean has been instrumental not just in reducing suspensions this fall, but also in helping our students and staff build their capacity to effectively implement restorative practices. In addition, the Dean has also supported and will continue to support efforts around student attendance through communication with students and families. 

Knowing that parent involvement is incredibly important, we are proud of the high percentage of parents who attended SLCs this fall. These conferences are an opportunity for parents to hear from students about their own strengths, passions, and challenges. In addition, conferences provide a structure for parents to collaborate with their student and his/her teachers to set goals and make plans to reach those goals. The number of parents attending SLCs set a strong tone for parent partnership throughout the year, and we are looking forward to similarly high percentages of parents joining us for POLs in January and our school-wide exhibitions in late December and March.  

One area we would like to continue to grow in is our students’ use of digital portfolios. So far this year approximately 60% of students are actively updating their digital portfolios. In the second semester we’ll work with our teachers to support students in using their digital portfolios to share their growth in writing, math and projects. Our goal is for all of our students to actively use digital portfolios.

The following is a summary of the plans for the next semester:

As we head into semester two, we look forward to receiving data on student perception from the YouthTruth survey that we administered in December. Our staff will use the feedback from this survey to inform their practice and set goals, and we will share the data with the students and solicit feedback on identified areas of celebration and growth. We are excited for this opportunity to continue to honor student voice.  

Later in semester two we will give another round of the DRP and MDTP assessments.  We will compare this data to our fall baseline to track students’ growth in reading and math.  

In addition, teachers at HTMNC will continue to design and implement projects aligned to the CCSS and refine their skills and understanding through both in-house and external professional development.
