	Academic Updates for State Board of Education-Authorized Charter Schools.


Summary of Key Issues

The California Department of Education (CDE) provided the State Board of Education (SBE) an annual report for the 2012–13 school year in an October 2013 Information Memorandum. This June 2014 Information Memorandum provides the CDE staff review and analysis of the 2013–14 Student Achievement Plan (SAP) for each SBE-authorized charter school. 

As required by the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the SBE and the SBE-authorized charter schools, if after its first year of operation, the charter school fails to meet its schoolwide or numerically significant subgroup Academic Performance Index (API) growth targets, or if it fails to make Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in a given year, the school is required to submit a SAP to the CDE in the year following the school year in which the school failed to meet API targets or AYP. The requirements outlined in the MOU are provided in Attachment 1. For the 2013–14 school year, 18 SBE-authorized charter school sites were required to submit a SAP, which was due to CDE on October 1, 2013 (refer to Attachment 1). Using cumulative data from the prior year, (2012–13), the SBE-authorized charter schools are required to report on seven elements in the SAP, including: methods and systems for the analysis of student achievement data, analysis of the Accountability and Progress Report (APR), specific goals the school will achieve during the current (2013–14) year, specific actions which follow the examination of student data and support the goals, a professional development plan for teachers and staff, the diagnostic assessments that the school will use to produce multiple data points, and a timeline for all actions the school has identified. 
Included in this item is a summary for each charter school that includes the school’s 2012–13 APR data, the reasons the school was identified for not meeting AYP, and the school’s goals and action plans to support student achievement. During the 2013-14 school year, CDE staff communicated with each of the schools to discuss the shift from the Standardized Testing and Reporting system to the new California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress system and the need to identify goals and actions reflective of this new assessment system and aligned to each schools’ specific need. CDE staff will continue to work with each school as the school revises its goals and actions to more closely align with the new assessments and the accompanying accountability changes.
In reviewing the charter schools’ documentation provided in their SAPs, the CDE staff found that the information varied greatly in the level of detail and of the analysis provided by the school. However, it should be noted that often, during the site visit, the CDE staff was provided with much more in-depth documentation than that which was provided in the SAP. 
It should be noted that for the 2014–15 school year the SAP will be replaced with the LCAP for student achievement planning purposes. The use of the LCAP template should provide more consistent reporting and alignment of goals and actions for improved academic achievement.
Throughout this year of transition, CDE staff began to work with SBE staff to review and revise the MOU to reflect Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) and Local Control Accountability Plan (LCAP) requirements. CDE staff will continue to work with the SBE-authorized charters as each school implements the statutory requirements of the LCFF and prepares the LCAP.
