· Grade 6; TE Table of Contents iv; stated colors are incorrect; change blue to green, green to blue and green to blue
· Grade 6, TE Table of Contents iv; states "surface area and volume", change to "volume and surface area" to be consistent with rest of materials.
· Grade 6, TE T-5 “Reading a Map”, change “on this map” to “in Quadrant 3” to fully address standard 6.NS.8.
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
