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Program Summary:

The California State Standards Aligned Mathematics program includes the following: Classroom Guide K-3; Workbook K-3; Coaching & Literacy Guide K-3; Materials for Additional Focus K-3.
Recommendation:

The California State Standards Aligned Mathematics program is not recommended for approval because it is not fully aligned with the subset of Common Core State Standards for a Category 1 submission and does not meet all of the evaluation criteria approved by the State Board of Education for this supplemental materials review.
Criterion 1: Alignment to Standards

The supplemental materials program does not provide coverage of all of the subset of Common Core State Standards required for a Category 1 submission. The standards listed below are not covered.
 Standards Not Met:
· Kindergarten: K MD 3: TE p. 329 (The lesson classifies objects by attribute and then compares the quantity, but does not address classifying objects by count.)
· Grade 2: 2 G 3: TE p. 497 (The program states: “Tell students that equal shares of identical wholes need not have the same shape”, but the program does not address the part of the standard requiring to “… recognize that equal shares of identical wholes need not have the same shape”.)
· Grade 3: 3 NF 3d: SE pp.186, 210 (The program provides no evidence of comparing 2 fractions with the same numerator or the same denominator.)
Criterion 2

Criterion 2 only applies to a Category 2 submission.

Criterion 3: Social Content

Program conforms to the Standards for Evaluating Instructional Materials for Social Content, 2000 Edition. 
Criterion 4: Accuracy

The materials are not accurate and not free of errors.
Citations:

· Kindergarten: CCC Focus Tutoring (CFT) GO.G6 the problem asks for one answer, however the problem has two solutions.
· Grade 1: CCC Focus Tutoring (CFT) G1.OA3 the problem cannot be completed with information provided in the materials.
· Grade 2: CCC Focus Tutoring (CFT) G2.MD7 problem content does not contain sufficient information to arrive at a solution.
· Grade 3: CCC Focus Tutoring (CFT) problem directions provided are incorrect.
Criterion 5: Assessment

Where assessments are present in the supplemental materials, they do not provide sufficient evidence for teachers to evaluate student progress toward proficiency in the content outlined in the CCSS.
Citations:

· Kindergarten: K MD 3: TE p. 329 (No assessment present.)
· Grade 2: 2 G 3: TE pp. 496-523, SE pp. 299-313 (No assessments addressing the part of the standard calling to “… recognize that equal shares of identical wholes need not have the same shape” are present.)
· Grade 3: 3 NF 3d: SE p 214 (No assessment present.)
Criterion 6: Universal Access

The supplemental instructional materials do not present comprehensive guidance for teachers in providing effective, efficient instruction for all students. 
Citations:

· Kindergarten: K.OA 4: TE p. 271 “Students should be using the number names to 10 by now” is not EL support.

· Grade 1: No evidence of EL support in any of the materials.
· Grade 2: No evidence of EL support in any of the materials.

· Grade 3: 3.MD.1: TE p. 361 “Take time to ensure students are telling time fluently” is not EL support. 
Criterion 7: Instructional Support

Clear instructions were not provided throughout the program on how to integrate the supplemental instructional materials with the original materials.
Edits and Corrections:
The review panel submits the following edits and corrections:

· Grade K. G. 6: p. 122- 127 : Tuen should be changed to “Teun the Daydreamer”. 

· Grade 1: Assessment: Database ID 203: Should be “draw a model to show a pie divided into eight parts. Show ¾ of the pie.” 

· Grade 1: 1.G.3 TE p.510 “A fourth is [bigger] (answer) than a quarter.”

· Grade 2: 2.G 1 TE p.472 The rhombus shown is not an accurately drawn rhombus.  The term “trapezium” is used instead of “trapezoid”.

· Grade 3: 3.NF 3d TE p. 334 “80 cent is: (checked) 1/80 dollar” and other errors on page.
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
