Recommendation:

Holt McDougal Literature is recommended for approval because it is aligned with the subset of Common Core State Standards for a Category 2 submission and meets the rest of the evaluation criteria approved by the State Board of Education for this supplemental materials review. Edits and corrections required as a condition of recommendation are listed under the “Edits and Corrections” section of the report below.

There are clear instructions provided “for teachers on how to use and integrate the supplemental instructional materials.”

Edits and Corrections:
The following edits and corrections must be made as a condition of this recommendation:

· Grade 6

· Grade 6 SE displays differing fonts for various pages, i.e. pp. 810-818, 822-831, 968-970, 1007-1027.

· Grade 7
· 7. RL 7. Should include pp. 400-424 in the curriculum map, for the reading piece to complete the standard referenced on page 430.

· 7. RL 10. Selections should be longer in the curriculum map. Students should read complete pieces, i.e. pp. 504-509, 386-391, 674-679, 646-656, 690-703, 706-711, and 732-740. 

· 7. L 4c. Pages 46, 611, and R68 do not appear to address standard 7 L 4c. Page 46 should be page 47 in the curriculum map. Page 322 should be page 323 in the curriculum map. Page 768 addresses the standard only in the TE and not in the SE. The WordSharp CD should be included as part of this standard. 

· 7. L 5b. Pages 544, 646, and 1000 do not appear to address standard 7 L 5b. Page 646 should be 647 in the curriculum map and page 812 should be added as a primary citation. Few references to figurative language. Consider adding pages 875, 876, and 1004 to supporting citations. 

· 7. L 5c. No connection between idioms as examples of figurative language (p. 286 and 966). 

· Grade 8

· 8. RL 6. In the curriculum map, instead of discussing a short selection of the standard on pages 176-7, consider citing the entire selection, i.e. pp. 176-187 and 196-223. Consider including the assessment on pp. 162-165 to accompany the citation on page 160 in the curriculum map. Page 312 meets this standard in the TE only. 

· 8. RL 7. Consider adding pages 224-226 in the SE/TE to compare to the film. 110-113 uses a media clip only. 

· 8. RI 5. Page 8 should be page 9 in the curriculum map. The selection on pages 884-885 should be pages 884-889 in the curriculum map. Entire series of pages 944-953 should be included. Page 972 meets the standard in the TE only.  Consider adding the following pages to supporting citations: 162, 171-177.
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
