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Program Summary:

The Learning A-Z supplemental program includes the following: Reading A–Z; RAZ-Kids; Writing A–Z; Vocabulary A–Z; Reading Tutors.
Recommendation:

Learning A-Z is not recommended for approval because it is not fully aligned with the subset of CCSS for a Category 2 submission and does not meet all of the evaluation criteria approved by the State Board of Education for this supplemental instructional materials review.
Criterion 1: Alignment to Standards
Criterion 1 only applies to a Category 1 submission.
Criterion 2
The supplemental materials program does not provide coverage of all of the subset of Common Core State Standards required for a Category 2 submission.
Standards Not Met:

· Kindergarten: K.L 5b (No lesson found with specific antonyms, only generic lesson for vocabulary words); K.RI 8 (Did not identify author reasons); K.RI 9 (Only used one text instead of two)
· Grade 1: 1.RI 8 (Did not identify author reasons); 1.L 5d (Content from the lesson focuses on adjectives, but does not include verbs as required by the standard)
· Grade 2: 2.RI 8 (Did not identify author reasons); 2.SL 4a (Does not include oral presentation)
· Grade 3: 3.Lb (The standard states to observe differences between the conventions of spoken and written standard English, but the worksheets say to identify adjectives and nouns); 3.L 3b (The standard includes specific words and phrases including spatial and temporal relationships, but the discussion cards are comprehension questions.); 3.L1c (For reciprocal pronouns, the worksheet does not exist); 3.L 5c (The standard distinguishes shades of meaning, but the discussion cards are comprehension questions from the story.)
· Grade 4: 4.RI 6 (Lesson does not describe the differences in focus and the information provided); 4.RL 6 (Lesson does not compare and contrast the point of view from which different stories are narrated); 4.RL 7(Lesson does not make connections between the text of a story or drama and a visual or oral presentation of text); 4.L 1d (Lesson does not teach use of modal auxiliaries.)
· Grade 5: 5.L 1b (Comprehension Worksheet Lesson only focuses on the past tense. Standard requires use of the perfect verb tenses); 5.L 4a (Lesson requires students to identify homophones in isolation not to use context to determine the meaning of words as required by the standard.)
Criterion 3: Social Content
The program conforms to the Standards for Evaluating Instructional Materials for Social Content, 2000 Edition. 
Criterion 4: Accuracy
The materials submitted are accurate, use proper grammar and spelling, and are free of errors.

Criterion 5: Assessment

The assessments included in the instructional materials provide sufficient evidence for teachers to evaluate student progress toward proficiency in the content outlined in the CCSS.
