Strategies and Resources is not recommended for approval because it is not fully aligned with the subset of Common Core State Standards (CCSS) for a Category 2 submission and does not meet all of the evaluation criteria approved by the State Board of Education for this supplemental instructional materials review. 
Criterion 1: Alignment to Standards

The supplemental materials program does not provide coverage of all of the subset of Common Core State Standards required for a Category 2 submission. Listed below are some examples of standards that are not covered.

· RL7, Contrasting Reading to Viewing or Listening.pdf, insufficient evidence of comparing/contrasting reading literature to listening/viewing of text. While students imagine the experience of viewing or listening to text, they do not engage in the experience.

· RI6, E_05_03D_V.pdf, insufficient instructional evidence of how point of view is conveyed in text.

· RL10, PC_07ELA_Research.pdf, insufficient evidence of range of complexity of literature and insufficient inclusion of drama and poetry.

· SL1b, E_2A_08_B.pdf, insufficient evidence of collaboration in collegial discussions and decision-making, tracking progress toward specific goals and deadlines, and defining individual roles as needed.

· SL1d, E_2A_08_B.pdf, insufficient evidence of student collaboration.

· L1c, E_7D_08_V.pdf, insufficient instruction of form and use of verbs in the various moods. 
Criterion 3: Social Content

The program and materials demonstrate accuracy, proper grammar, spelling, and they are free from errors.

The program does not demonstrate materials for teachers to evaluate student progress toward proficiency in the content outlined in the CCSS.

· RL10, PC_05ELA_compare.pdf, insufficient amount of literary text in order to comprehensively assess standard.  
· RF3a, 02a_CXN_Keys_05ELA_TE.pdf, assessments contained some examples of Latin roots and prefixes. In order to comprehensively address the entire standard examples of knowledge of syllabication patterns would need to be included.

· Grade 7: 
· RL1, PC_07ELA_Compare.pdf, this assessment has comprehension and inferences but would need a short answer section to cite textual evidence. 
· RL10, PC_07ELA_research.pdf, in order for this assessment to meet standards, the assessment needs to include more than 1 literature passage and include either a drama or a poem.
Criterion 6: Universal Access

The supplemental instructional material does not present comprehensive guidance for teachers in providing effective, efficient instruction for all students. Instructional materials do not provide access to standards-based curriculum for all students, including English-learners (EL), advanced-learners, and students below grade level in reading and writing skills and students with disabilities.

· SL3, E_3D_06_B.pdf, E_3D_06_T.pdf, and E_3D_06_V.pdf, while lessons have below, at and above grade level, there is minimal mention within the lessons for EL strategies and modifications for students with special needs.

· Grade 8: 
· RL6, E_4G_09_T.pdf, E_4G_10_T.pdf, and 03_2_Found_HSLEA_TE.pdf, insufficient support for EL learners and students with disabilities.  
Criterion 7: Instructional Support

The program does not provide instruction for teachers on how to use and integrate the supplemental instructional materials.
