Recommendation:

Imagine Learning is not recommended for approval because it is not fully aligned with the subset of California English Language Development Standards (CA ELD Standards) for a submission and does not meet all of the evaluation criteria approved by the State Board of Education for this supplemental materials review.
Criterion 1: Alignment to Standards
The ELD supplemental materials program does not provide coverage of all of the subset of CA ELD Standards for a submission. The standards listed below are not covered.

· a: Students were not required to “recount experiences using complete sentences”. (could be a good fit on a Demo iPad p. 13)

Imagine Learning assessments did provide sufficient evidence and guidance for teachers to use in evaluating student progress toward proficiency in the content outlined in the ELD Standards.

Criterion 5: Universal Access

The supplemental instructional materials did not present comprehensive guidance for teachers in providing effective, efficient instruction for all students. Instructional materials did not provide access to the standards-based curriculum for all students, including English-learners, advanced-learners, students below grade level in reading and writing skills, and students with disabilities.
Criterion 6: Instructional Support
Clear instructions were not provided for teachers on how to use and integrate the supplemental instructional materials with their existing adopted grade level materials. The supplemental instructional materials did not present guidance on how to strategically implement all of the elements asked for in each standard under the key shift areas as outlined in the ELD SIMR standards maps.
Edits and Corrections:

Kindergarten: p. 25: Step 1 bullet: “As observe…” should read “As you observe?”

Kindergarten: pp. 35-36: Step 4 & 5 should be Step 3 & 4
Kindergarten: p. 63: “Ask students to remember what a verb is and share their definitions.” (see p. 66 – Does Lesson 2 really come first?)
Kindergarten: p. 65: Presentation on last page ends mid-sentence. Complete this sentence.
Kindergarten: p. 68: Presentation slides 9-10 repeat; directions refer to information on slide 10, which is really slide 9.
Kindergarten: p. 74: Lesson: Present Verbs. Presentation Can You Do This? Missing part of the sentence:
“Can you ___________on…” Complete this sentence.

“Can you ___________your nose…” The picture is covering the words.

Kindergarten: p. 76: Presentation slide #5 numbers do not match directions
Kindergarten: p. 77: “Past Verbs” slide #2 missing text? #9?
Kindergarten: p. 78: Slide #2 missing text? #9?
Kindergarten: p. 79: “                                  “
Kindergarten: p. 82: Does video match lessons? Color vs. taste?

Technical Concerns:

Demo iPad p. 2: It is not intuitive to click the empty space when arrow disappears.
