CORRECTIONS TO FLASH #117

Please note that there were a couple of minor errors in CALPADS Flash #117 (Flash
#117 was sent and dated July 5, 2016). The following sections from Flash #117 have
been revised with updated/corrected information (the incorrect text is included below,
but has been stricken through, and updated information has been added).

Following are the corrected sections from Flash #117:

Tips for submitting EQY 3 discipline data to ensure that CASEMIS and CALPADS
data are aligned

When preparing data for the CALPADS EQY 3 Student Discipline data submission, the
following types of student offenses should be reported:

e For special education students:

o Offenses associated with Education Code Sections 48889 48900 and
48915

e For regular education students:

o Offenses associated with Education Code Sections 48889 48900 and
48915 that resulted in a removal of the student from their regular
instructional setting for one full day or more

o Do NOT report offenses (even if they are associated with Education Code
Sections 48800 48900 and 48915) if they did NOT result in a removal of
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the student from their regular instructional setting for any duration.
Example: Student was arguing on the playground with another student
and the student receives lunchtime detention. This incident should NOT
be reported to CALPADS, because it did not result in a removal from the
student’s regular instructional setting.

TITLE | PART A SCHOOL-WIDE STATUS

LEAs are required to certify a school’s Title | status in the Consolidated and Application
Reporting System (CARS) as part of the Title I, Part A Notification of Authorization of
Schoolwide Program data collection. A school’s Title | status is certified as either
Targeted Assisted Status (TAS) or Schoolwide Program (SWP) Thrs mformatron is
loaded in CALPADS and is used
- to verify that TAS schools submrt NCLB Trtle I Part A
Basrc Targeted program records (code 122) for participating students.

For LEAs that have not certified these data in CARS, CALPADS will reflect the school’s
status as TAS. In order to certify accurate data in EQOY 2, LEAs receiving Title | Part A
funding should review their 2015-16 data in CARS as soon as possible, so that
CALPADS reflects the correct Title | Part A funding and TAS/SWP status for each
school. CALPADS is updated with CARS data on a weekly basis.
