SUPPLEMENTAL APPLICATION FOR NEW AND EXPANDING CHARTER SCHOOLS, LIMITED ENGLISH PROFICIENT STUDENT SUBGRANT PROGRAM, DIRECT FUNDED ELIGIBLE
Under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), Title III, Part A, the California Department of Education (CDE) provides formula subgrant awards to local educational agencies (LEAs) that enroll one or more English learner (EL) students. Title III funds are to be used to provide supplementary programs and services to EL students. In addition, pursuant to the ESEA, Section 3114(b), a state educational agency shall not award a Title III Limited English Proficient (LEP) Student Subgrant in an amount that is less than $10,000. LEAs eligible to receive a subgrant of less than $10,000 must form a consortium where the subgrant generated by the participating LEAs collectively equals or surpasses $10,000.
Based on the estimated data reported in the 2013 Pupil Estimates for New or Significantly Expanding Charters Report, your LEA has been preliminary identified as direct funded eligible for a Title III LEP Student Subgrant in 2013–14. The per-pupil amount in 2013–14 is $93.32. Direct funded LEAs who are eligible to receive a subgrant greater than $10,000 must apply via the Consolidated Application and Reporting System (CARS). LEAs eligible to receive a subgrant of less than $10,000 must form and/or join a consortium and apply via the online consortia application.
Eligibility and funding status may change once the actual data is reported via the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data System (CALPADS). If this occurs, eligibility and funding status may change from direct funded eligible to consortia eligible status and nullify the ability for the LEA to sustain program funding.
LEAs identified as direct funding eligible are asked to accept or decline funds via the CARS. LEAs identified as consortia eligible are asked to apply via the online consortia application. Applications are due on or before December 16, 2013. In addition to the application, an LEA must submit a copy of their LEA plan, Goal 2.
Charter schools that are direct funded and consortia leads who receive Title III funds will be held accountable for meeting the annual measurable achievement objectives (AMAOs) for ELs and will receive Title III Accountability Reports annually. Program requirements also include regular reporting obligations.
