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The California Department of Education (CDE) seeks to recognize outstanding educational programs and practices. Traditionally, the Distinguished Schools Program honored public schools that showed improved student outcomes as measured through Standardized Testing and Reporting Program scores and additional measures. While we transition to new assessment and accountability systems, the CDE will continue to provide recognition of educational quality with a focus on the implementation of academic content and performance standards adopted by the State Board of Education (SBE) for all pupils, including English learners. To that end, California secondary schools that have made tremendous gains in implementing SBE-adopted standards reflected in their district’s Local Control Accountability Plan (LCAP) are invited by State Superintendent of Public Instruction Tom Torlakson to apply for the Gold Ribbon Schools Award. Model programs should include standards-based activities, projects, strategies, and practices that schools have adopted and can be replicated by other local education agencies.

Applications will be scored based on multiple considerations and guiding questions. The guiding questions are embedded in this scoring rubric. Comprehensiveness of responses, correlation to academic content and performance standards adopted by the SBE for all students, including English learners; engagement of stake-holders; and resourceful use of available funding (among other factors) will be evaluated.
