	No Child Left Behind Act of 2001: Report on Review of 2007-08 Local Educational Agency Plans and District Capacity Studies for 44 Local Educational Agencies in Program Improvement Corrective Action.


On September 10, 2008, the State Board of Education (SBE) approved an appeal process for local educational agencies (LEAs) in Program Improvement (PI) Corrective Action to appeal any district assistance and intervention team (DAIT) recommendations. The SBE directed that any LEA wishing to submit an appeal of DAIT recommendations do so by November 4, 2008, for California Department of Education (CDE) review and recommendation for resolution at the January 2009 SBE meeting. However, Assembly Bill (AB) 519, chaptered on September 30, 2008, set specific timelines and requirements for LEAs in PI Corrective Action and the work of the DAITs assigned to or who contracted with those LEAs. AB 519 requires local boards to adopt the DAIT recommendations within 60 days after the completion of the DAIT report, as modified by the appeal process.

Therefore, CDE requests that LEAs identified for PI Corrective Action in March 2008 be given an extension to December 5, 2008, to submit any appeals of DAIT recommendations. These appeals will be reviewed by CDE and recommendations will be prepared for the SBE for its January 2009 SBE meeting.
