	California English Language Development Test: Program Update, Including, but Not Limited to, Upcoming Release of Initial Identification Results.


There were 1,704,753 students who took the California English Language Development Test (CELDT) in 2007-08 for both Initial Identification (II) and Annual Assessment (AA) purposes. Overall, there was an increase of 7,306 students tested on the CELDT in 2007-08 compared to 2006-07. 

In May 2008, the State Board of Education (SBE) received a report of the results for the 1,334,786 students taking the CELDT in kindergarten through grade 12 for the AA purpose. The AA window was July 1 through October 31, 2007. The II window began on July 1, 2007, and closed on June 30, 2008.  
Attachment 1 presents II results by student overall performance at each grade level. The results presented indicate that:
· Approximately 80 percent of students tested for II scored intermediate or lower, with nearly half of those scoring at the beginning level.
· Approximately 20 percent scored early advanced or advanced.
Attachment 2 presents II results by student performance across the top seven home languages reported. The results presented indicate that:
· Spanish is the largest primary language group with 76.9 percent tested for II.
· Only 16.5 percent of Spanish-speaking students performed at the early advanced to advanced levels.
· Over 37 percent of students reporting Mandarin as their home language performed at the early advanced to advanced levels.
