Ridgecrest Charter School (Kern County)

Ridgecrest Charter School (RCS) exceeded its API growth target in 2008. The school’s only major subgroup (totaling about 73 percent of the test takers) had experienced a third year of academic decline in 2007, but that trend was reversed in 2008.
