Request by Corcoran Joint Unified School District under the authority of California Education Code (EC) Section 46206 to waive 46201(d), the Longer Day Incentive Program audit penalty for offering less instructional time in the 2006-07 fiscal year than the state minimum set in 1986-87 at Corcoran High School for students in grades 9-12 (shortfall of 869 minutes).

That the district maintains increased instructional time at the Corcoran High School in grades 9-12 for grade levels and affected students from the required 64,800 minutes per year plus an additional 869 minutes to a minimum of 65,669 required by waiver for a period of two years beginning in 2007-08 and continuing through 2008-09 and report the increase in instructional minutes in their yearly audits. District has voluntarily agreed to increase the total minutes to 65,846. See chart in Attachment 1.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved similar requests with conditions. EC Section 46206 authorizes waivers to be granted for fiscal penalties because of a shortfall in instructional time. A waiver may be granted upon the condition that the school or schools in which the minutes, days, or both, were lost, maintain minutes and days of instruction equal to those lost in addition to the minimum amount for twice the number of years that it failed to maintain the required minimum length of time.  

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


During an audit of annual instructional minutes, it was discovered that the district failed to offer the required number of minutes at Corcoran High School in 2006-07. The instructional minute shortfall at the high school resulted by incorrectly calculating passing time going from lunch into sixth period. More passing time was given at this period than at others, so that time cannot be counted as instructional time.
This resulted in a shortfall of 869 instructional minute over the year. The district provided 63,931 instructional minutes to students in grades 9-12, instead of the 64,800

instructional minutes that must be offered in order to be eligible to receive the longer instructional day incentive funding. This caused a fiscal penalty of $57,361.59.
The district began making up the shortfall beginning on September 24, 2007 by increasing the number of minutes by 1,046 plus 64,800 equal to 65,846 minutes for all grades at the high school and will continue to offer the same amount of minutes for the 2008-09 calendar year. The instructional day starts at 8:00 a.m. and will end at 3:15 p.m. The instructional day for “early out” days will also begin at 8:00 a.m. and will end at 1:40 p.m. (change from 1:30 p.m.).
The department recommends approval on the condition that the district maintains increased instructional time at the Corcoran High School in grades 9-12 from the required 64,800 minutes per year plus an additional 869 minutes to a minimum of 65,669 required by waiver for a period of two years beginning in 2007-08 and continuing through 2008-09 and report the increase in instructional minutes in their yearly audits. The district has voluntarily agreed to increase the total minutes to 65,846 (1046 additional minutes). 2007 API for Corcoran High is 664.

2006-07 penalty amount of $57,361.59 is calculated as follows:

772 ADA for grade 9-12 multiplied by $5,538 (base revenue limit) is equal to $4,277,365.66  

869 shortfall divided by 64,800 instructional minute requirement is equal to 1.34 percentage of minutes not offered.

$4,277,365.66 multiplied by 1.34 is equal to $57,361.59 penalty.
