	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


This is the first time that districts have requested the use of Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP) money to purchase and use higher level texts (high school materials) for high performing students in elementary schools. Current law restricts these funds to be used for SBE adopted texts at the K-8 level only. 

An approved SBE petition is requested so that a district may purchase these with IMFRP money, and use high school texts in place of SBE adopted material in certain high performing classrooms, and still be in compliance with the requirements of the Williams lawsuit of having standards aligned material for each student in all subject areas. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Language within the IMFRP in California Education Code (EC) Section 60421(d) specifically authorizes the SBE to grant petitions for the purchase of non-adopted materials with IMFRP funds.

The district is seeking approval of this petition to enable it to implement non-adopted programs for its “High Achiever” student population. This category includes approximately 1500 students, representing 23 percent of the total middle school population in the district. The district feels that this group of students could better benefit from materials that address the standards in greater depth than the 
currently-adopted materials. 
The district is petitioning to use IMFRP funds to purchase programs published by Prentice Hall: Biology: Exploring Life for seventh grade and Conceptual Physical Science Explorations for eighth grade. To supplement coverage of some seventh grade standards that are not covered fully in the Exploring Life text, the district intends to use

the small book Science Explorer Sound and Light (Prentice Hall, 2009). The district has submitted a standards map that indicates the alignment of their proposed materials to the eighth grade physical science standards (for the Conceptual Physical Science Explorations program) and to the high school life science standards (for the Exploring Life program). The district’s standards maps show coverage of the standards for those levels, and are attached to their petition request. 
The population of students for whom these materials are intended performs far above 

the state average on science assessments. Among the High Achiever category, district students perform at 92 percent Advanced or Proficient on the eighth grade California Standards Test. The district as a whole performs above the state averages on science assessments; however, several district schools have lower-performing student populations who presumably would not be affected by the current request. 
Demographic Information: San Juan Unified School District has a student population of 48,325 and is located in an urban fringe of Sacramento County.
Authority for Petition: EC Section 60421(d) and 60200(g)

Period of request: The district requested approval through July 2012, the remainder of the adoption cycle for science, however the department recommends that the period be set as July 1, 2008, through July 1, 2010. The next SBE adoption in science is scheduled for November 2012.

The district has stated that the cost of the adoption of the seventh and eighth grade materials over the life of adoption will be $165,215.16. This includes the cost of consumables and professional development. This amount represents 6.17 percent of the district’s 2007-08 IMFRP.
