	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Requests to waive the application deadline (August 1 through October 31) for submission of an annual renewal application have been routinely approved by the State Board of Education (SBE) in the past. The SBE Waiver Policy #00-03 gives evaluation guidelines that are used in reviewing this type of waiver. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Nonpublic schools and agencies are required to renew their certification annually, and the deadline for submitting their applications is October 31. Wildfires struck San Diego County in 2007 near the time when Dependable Nursing’s renewal application was due. The staff member responsible for the renewal application mistakenly assumed that the application deadline would automatically be extended.

Dependable Nursing is a nonpublic agency that provides nursing services to students with a wide range of diagnosed physical and mental challenges. Services are provided according to the child’s IEP/504 Plan. This agency has been certified since April 2007, and has a capacity of 15 students in the 3-21 age range.

The Department recommends approval of this waiver.

Demographic Information: The North Coastal SELPA includes 14 school districts in northern San Diego County, and coordinates special education programs and special education student placements for over 12,000 students from birth through age 21.
