	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Sonora Elementary School District (Sonora), located in Tuolumne County, requests a waiver for Sonora Elementary School, based on meeting Condition Three. Sonora’s summer school is only five days long, starting Monday, August 11 and ending Friday, August 15, 2008. The district will offer two sessions of summer school per day, one beginning at 8:00 a.m. and ending at 10:00 a.m. and the second beginning at 10:00 a.m. and ending at 12:00 noon Students attend only one two-hour session per day.  

Because students attend only one two-hour session per day and are at the site for no more than two hours per day, the district meets Condition Three. Condition Three states that summer school sites that operate two hours or less including breaks and recess shall be granted a waiver (EC Section 49548[3]).
