	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the proposed School Accountability Report Card (SARC) template and executive summary for report cards to be published in the 2009-10 school year.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The SBE annually approves the SARC template in accordance with the requirements of state and federal laws. In July 2008, the SBE approved a SARC template that was used for SARCs published during the 2008-09 school year.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Each year, the CDE prepares for the SBE an updated template containing all the SARC reporting elements that are required by state and federal laws. Local educational agencies (LEAs) may use the model template or may design their own report cards as long as all legally required information is included.

The proposed template for the 2009-10 school year includes only one change that is required by the new federal Title I regulations. The enactment of 34 Code of Federal Regulations Section 200.11(c) requires that the SARC report the most recently available National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) academic achievement results in grades four and eight for reading and mathematics. Each SARC must report the percentage of students for reading and mathematics at each NAEP designated achievement level (i.e., basic, proficient, and advanced) in the aggregate and the participation rate for students with disabilities and for English language learners. These changes are found in pages 16 and 17 of Attachment 2. No other changes to the template are needed.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


The CDE makes the template available on the Internet in both a blank format (without data) and in a format that can be downloaded with data (pre-populated template) for those reporting elements for which the CDE has data available (such as standardized test results). Please note that all blank cells in the SARC template with data are pre-populated with data by the CDE. Although some information for the report card must be gathered locally, the CDE provides a majority of the data needed. The CDE also makes available to LEAs the pre-populated template in Spanish, Chinese (simplified), Chinese (traditional), Korean, and Vietnamese.

The following items are being presented to the SBE for approval:

1. An optional executive summary for use by districts is comprised of 13 SARC reporting elements designed to provide parents and community members with a quick snapshot of their school. The executive summary will be provided to LEAs as part of the SARC template package.
2. The SARC template for LEAs to use during the 2009-10 school year.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


If approved by the SBE, the recommended action will result in ongoing costs for the CDE to prepare and publish a SARC template for report cards published in the 2009-10 school year. These costs are funded in the CDE’s annual budget. LEAs and schools will also likely incur ongoing costs related to preparing and publishing the annual report cards as required by law, although no new or additional costs would be imposed on LEAs and schools as a result of these actions.

IX. Student Performance

Standardized Testing and Reporting Program 

The Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program consists of several key components, including the California Standards Tests (CSTs); the California Modified Assessment (CMA), and the California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA). The CSTs show how well students are doing in relation to the state content standards. The CSTs include English-language arts (ELA) and mathematics in grades two through eleven; science in grades five, eight, and nine through eleven; and history-social science in grades eight, and ten through eleven. The CAPA includes ELA, mathematics, and science in grades two through eleven, and for science for grades five, eight, and ten. The CAPA  is given to those students with significant cognitive disabilities whose disabilities prevent them from taking either the CSTs with accommodations or modifications or the CMA with accommodations. The CMA includes ELA and mathematics for grades three through eight and science in grade five and is an alternate assessment that is based on modified achievement standards. The CMA is designed to assess those students whose disabilities preclude them from achieving grade-level proficiency on an assessment of the California content standards with or without accommodations. Student scores are reported as performance levels. Detailed information regarding the STAR Program results for each grade and performance level, including the percent of students not tested, can be found on the CDE Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Results Web site at http://star.cde.ca.gov. Admission requirements for the California State University (CSU) use three factors to determine eligibility. They are specific high school courses; grades in specified courses and test scores; and graduation from high school. Because of the number of students who apply, a few campuses have higher standards (supplementary admission criteria) for all applicants. Most CSU campuses utilize local admission guarantee policies for students who graduate or transfer from high schools and colleges that are historically served by a CSU campus in that region. XIII. National Assessment of Educational Progress
National Assessment of Educational Progress

The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) is a nationally representative assessment of what America's students know and can do in various subject areas. Assessments are conducted periodically in mathematics, reading, science, writing, the arts, civics, economics, geography, and U.S. history. Student scores for reading and mathematics are reported as performance levels (i.e., basic, proficient, and advanced) and the participation of students with disabilities (SD) and English language learners (ELL) is reported based on three levels (identified, excluded, and assessed). Detailed information regarding the NAEP results for each grade, performance level, and participation rate can be found on the National Assessment of Educational Progress Web page at http://nces.ed.gov/nationsreportcard/ (Outside Source).

Note: Only a sample group of California's schools and districts participate in the NAEP testing cycle. Therefore, students in any particular school or district may not be included in these results. The NAEP reflects state test results and is not reflective of either the LEA or the individual school. Comparisons of student performance on the NAEP and student performance on the Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program assessments cannot be made without an understanding of the key differences between the two assessment programs. For example, the NAEP only assesses grades four, eight and twelve and for long-term trends assesses grades nine, thirteen, and seventeen. Additionally, the NAEP only provides state test results for grades four and eight. The California Standards Tests (CSTs) are based on a different set of standards than the NAEP assessments. For example, the NAEP is not aligned with California academic content and achievement standards and, therefore, does not necessarily reflect the curriculum and instruction to which students are exposed in the classroom. The NAEP assesses reading and writing separately, while the CSTs assess English-language arts (ELA), encompassing reading as well as writing conventions, spelling, and grammar. Scores on the CSTs and other assessments are not directly comparable to those on NAEP. The averages and percentages presented are estimates based on samples of students rather than on entire populations. Finally, the questions students respond to are only a sample of the knowledge and skills covered by the NAEP frameworks.
