	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:

The Compton Unified School District (CUSD) has recently completed the mathematics adoption cycle and has purchased instructional mathematics materials for all K-12 students.  The district is implementing the newly adopted math materials this year and the overwhelming majority of our K-12 teachers have successfully completed the initial 40 hour SB472 training.  The district is currently providing make-up trainings for those teachers who have not completed the training.  The district has invested close to two million dollars on SB472 training for the new math curriculum.  Due to the state’s budget crisis, we currently have no notice from the state on whether we will be able to get reimbursements on a portion of those costs.  As a result, we are uncertain of our ability to adopt the new English Language Arts curriculum which will require the purchase of additional instructional materials as well as the exorbitant SB472 training costs.

With the uncertainty of the state’s budget, CUSD will not fiscally be able to adopt and purchase English Language Arts materials for K-12 having already spent an enormous amount on last year’s mathematics adoption.  The majority of our teachers are placed at the K-6 levels and are still in the process of getting oriented to the new math curriculum.  We are concerned about those same teachers’ ability to begin implementing a new language arts program so soon after implementing the new math program.  Thus, we are asking to postpone our language arts adoption.

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.

Under the current adoption for English Language Arts, CUSD has a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.  Each grade level (K-12) has a curriculum guide that clearly outlines the curriculum for teachers. It includes a pacing guide, a standards-aligned district benchmark assessment schedule, writing assessment schedule, writing rubrics and anchor papers, lesson plan formats, key terms, instructional objectives and strategies, informal assessments, California Standards Test blueprints and release test questions, and additional resources.  At the school site level, teachers monitor student progress on bi-weekly assessments and as a district we monitor student progress in the area of English Language Arts three times per year. These assessment practices allow us to use the data to guide instruction.  
Most of our teachers have participated in the SB472 initial 40 hours of training for the current adoption.  The current adopted texts include:

Additional training and support is provided to teachers by the district through professional development.

Currently, CUSD has successfully met the guidelines of the William Settlement by ensuring that all students have sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for the current adopted textbook for English Language Arts (K-12).

· Estimated costs for SB472 training for K-12 teachers (conservatively figured at $1,911,000.00).
· Not an adequate amount of time between new math adoption and introduction of new language arts adoption impacting the same teachers (K-6).
