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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
The Hueneme Elementary School District implemented Houghton Mifflin Mathematics (2002), K – 6; Houghton Mifflin Reading: A Legacy of Literacy, K – 5, (2003); Prentice Hall Pre-Algebra and Algebra (2002); and Holt Literature and Language Arts (2003). AB466 and SB472 training were provided for teachers at all grade levels. Additional professional development designed for these specific materials has been provided by the Ventura County Office of Education. District literacy coaches and mathematics specialists have assisted teachers in the implementation of these instructional materials, guiding the delivery of instruction, assisting in the interpretation of assessment data and designing interventions for students who fail to meet standards.

2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

Hueneme Elementary School District has always met the requirements for textbook sufficiency. Every student in the district has a textbook for each of the core subject areas. The requirements for the Williams Lawsuit settlement audit have been meet annually. An Educational Materials Center is the repository for additional textbooks should a book become lost or if additional books are needed for new students. Annually, the Business Office, Educational Services and the Educational Materials Center review enrollment figures to determine how many new books should be purchased. A copy of the most recent resolution for Sufficiency of Instructional materials is attached.

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

The Hueneme Elementary School District requests a delay of 12 months for the purchase and implementation of the Mathematics and subsequent Reading Language Arts adoptions. If additional time is granted, Mathematics will be implemented in 2010 and Reading Language Arts will be implemented in 2011.

The district engaged a committee of teachers and administrators in conducting the CCSESA Curriculum and Instruction Steering Committee Toolkit for a mathematics scan. Recommendations for specific programs to pilot were created based on the district scan. This committee piloted Wright Group/McGraw Hill Everyday Math and is currently piloting Scott Foresman

enVisionMath. A team of teachers at the junior high schools is piloting SRA Number Worlds. A junior high school mathematics committee has piloted Holt and McDougal Littell Course 1, Course 2 and Algebra I. 
A districtwide elementary reading language arts adoption committee is currently being assembled. A junior high school reading language arts committee will also be formed this spring.

A 12 month delay for mathematics and reading language arts implementation would provide more time to ensure that the adopted materials best meet the needs of the District. Teachers charged with recommending the materials to the governing board for adoption will be afforded enough time to adequately pilot the materials. All teachers would have sufficient time to complete SB472 training prior to implementing the adopted materials.

Additionally, the fiscal crisis in California, combined with declining enrollment in the Hueneme School District over the past seven years, have limited the amount of money available for the full implementation of the mathematics and reading language arts materials and the necessary professional development for teachers.

II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
Hueneme Elementary School District is one of the Program Improvement Year 3 districts under Sanction 6. The District selected the Ventura County Office of Education as the DAIT provider. An LEA Plan approved by the State Board of Education addresses improvement efforts in Reading Language Arts and Mathematics. These improvement efforts include adoption of a new curriculum and the critical SB472 training needed to fully implement the adopted materials.
Attachment B lists the results of the 2008 STAR results for the schools in the Hueneme Elementary School District. Most of the elementary schools met the Mathematics Annual Measureable Objective (AMO) targets. Five of eleven schools met the English Language Arts targets.

The district LEA plan, commended by the California Department of Education for its thoroughness, includes specific strategies for improving student achievement in these areas, including professional development, coaching, collaboration, data analysis and intervention.

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III. Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

The Hueneme Elementary School District needs a delay in the purchase and implementation of the mathematics and reading language arts adoptions for the following reasons:
1. Evaluation of State Adopted Materials – Additional time will allow all teachers to evaluate materials piloted by the Mathematics and Reading Language Arts adoption committees and determine their effectiveness in meeting the needs of students in the district. 
2. Professional Development – The district LEA Plan includes a requirement for all teachers and administrators to participate in SB472 training. This means that nearly 360 staff members will need SB472 training in both mathematics and reading language arts to effectively deliver instruction in these content areas. This is especially important with the reading language arts adoption because of the inclusion of English language development and intervention materials for struggling readers and students with limited English skills.
3. Limited Financial Resources – The district has recently adopted new science and history/social science materials. If approved, more time will provide additional resources to fully fund the purchase of new mathematics and reading language arts materials.
