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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT is a successful K-12 district dedicated to the success of all students.  Our mission is to ensure that every student graduates and has the ability to succeed in the global community.
I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. 
The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT is currently using standards-aligned reading/language arts programs adopted from the SBE’s 2002 adoption list (Houghton Mifflin for K-5; Holt for grades 6-8).  Teachers have received extensive staff development in utilizing the current program of both Houghton Mifflin and Holt.  Over 129 teachers are completing SB472 and 19 administrators are completing AB432.
OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT is in its’ 3rd year program improvement and is working side by side with the San Diego County Office of Education.  They have developed an Effective Schools Plan (ESP) spanning three years.  The plan is heavily focused on language arts instruction with the current publishers Houghton Mifflin and Holt.  OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT is currently implementing the 1st year of the 3 year ESP plan.
2.
The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT has a state adopted and standards aligned textbook for each child in language arts, math, social studies, and science.  We also purchased extensive support materials in all subject areas.  We have included a copy of Resolution Determining Sufficiency of Instructional Materials under EC 60119 and the Williams Lawsuit for the 08-09 school year approved by Board of Education on October 14, 2008, showing that all students have texts as required.  
3. 
The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.
The district’s adopting process consists of a committee of teachers, administrators, and parents who review all state approved materials.  Following a detailed evaluation they make a final recommendation to the local Board of Education.
Currently OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT adopted new textbooks on the following schedule:

Social Studies
August 2007

Science

August 2008

Math

August 2008

Each of these was implemented beginning in the year noted above.  The adoption decision was based on a thorough pilot and standards comparison.

· Last year alone we adopted both science and mathematics.  We spent $742,293.03 of IMRF funds for the science adoption and $1,464,860.04 of IMRF funds for the math adoption, for a total of $2,207,153.07.

· OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT is requesting that the SBE provide it one additional year to purchase standards-aligned instructional materials for kindergarten through grade eight from the SBE-adopted 2008 Reading Language Arts Adoption list.  OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT also requests that SBE allow OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT to only purchase replacement materials until the new adoption deadline of 2011.  The district will purchase RLA adopted materials for the start of the 2011-2012 school year.
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· OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT consists of 16 elementary schools and 4 middle schools.  Due to the unstable state budget and Program Improvement status, OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT needs the additional time to adequately conduct its adoption process and provide the professional development needed to ensure programs are effectively implemented. 

In addition, due to the adoption of both math and science, our IMRF funds are depleted to about $500,000.  Implementation of a K-8 RLA Adoption would be approximately 1.5 million dollars which exceeds our IMRF.  This additional year will also provide teachers additional time to fully grasp the concepts in the new science and math curriculums.

II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
Our schools have an Academic Performance Index range from 682 to 847.

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

OCEANSIDE UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT is requesting the State Board of Education provide one additional year to purchase standards-aligned instructional materials in English language arts for these reasons:
1. The district is currently a Program Improvement District working with the San Diego County Office of Education with an intense focus on language arts using our current publishers, Houghton Mifflin and Holt.

2. The district adopted both science and math curriculum in 2008 and would like to focus on implementation with fidelity.

3. The district used over $2,207,153.00, for science and math adoption and we will not have sufficient funds for RLA at this time.
