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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

The South Bay Union School District is a purposeful community committed to the academic and social success of all students. 
I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
The South Bay Union School District is currently using a standards-aligned reading/language arts program from the State Board of Education’s adopted list (Houghton Mifflin Legacy in Literacy for K-6).
Professional development is a top priority in our District and teachers and support staff have received extensive hours of professional development in utilizing the current program. Of the 376 teachers, reading specialists, resources teachers, and special education staff, 274 (72.87%) have attended a minimum of one year of AB466 or SB472 for Reading/Language Arts. In addition, the Educational Services Department, in collaboration with classroom teachers, has implemented a Guaranteed & Viable Curriculum, in which grade level standards are identified for 6-week periods of time (6 terms). These grade level standards are identified in a teacher handbook and a grade level matrix that identifies specific lessons within Houghton Mifflin that address the standards well.
Classroom teachers use the results from 6-week progress monitoring assessments to guide instruction in the area of reading/language arts. These assessments are based on the Guaranteed & Viable Curriculum and the skills and strategies addressed in Houghton Mifflin. Principals and teachers review these results to redesign instruction and create intensive small groups for the upcoming 6-week interval. In addition, all students are administered a comprehensive assessment in term 5, referred to as the Houghton Mifflin Quarter 3 Summative Assessment, and the Houghton Mifflin End of Year Summative Assessment in term 6. These assessments provide teachers with the data needed to determine which grade level standards have been mastered by each student prior to moving to the next grade level.
The South Bay Union School District entered into Corrective Action as a District in Improvement in spring 2008. We selected WestEd as our DAIT Provider, created our LEA/DAIT plan, and have been working together all year to implement the District initiatives outlined in the plan. 
All students have shown growth on the California Standards Test in the area of Reading/Language Arts, including the English language learners and students with disabilities sub groups. We have invested additional resources into professional development specifically designed to address the needs of English language learners.

Such professional development includes, A Focused Approach to Frontloading English Language Instruction for Houghton Mifflin Reading, K-6, facilitated by the California Reading & Literature Project (CRLP). To this date, 71% of classroom teachers have attended the 3-day Focused Approach Institute. Additionally, teachers of students in the Alternative Program have attended Spanish to English Biliteracy Transfer professional development, also facilitated by CRLP. This professional development is designed to assist teachers in transferring Spanish primary language knowledge to English. This approach is for teachers using Houghton Mifflin Lectura as a means to transition students to Houghton Mifflin Legacy of Literacy.
An extension would allow us to maintain our focus on the elements included in the District LEA/DAIT Plan. These elements have been aligned to the current reading/language arts series, and countless hours of professional development have been committed to ensure a successful implementation. What we are doing has made a difference in increasing student achievement. Our recent benchmark results indicate that 52% of students are scoring proficient or advanced. This is the first time our district exceeded the 50% threshold. In addition, an extension would allow us time to further deepen the implementation of our science and social science adoptions, and an additional year after the Math adoption.
2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

The South Bay Union School District has a state adopted and standards aligned textbook for each child in language arts, math, social studies, and science. Each English language learner also has a state approved ELD textbook. In addition, we are in the process of purchasing the newly adopted math series by Harcourt School Publishing. This adoption was approved by the Board of Trustees on March 12, 2009. 
Attached is a copy of the District Instructional Materials Sufficiency Resolution in accordance with requirements of Education Code 60119 and the Williams Settlement Legislation for the 2008-2009 school year indicating that all students have textbooks as required.
3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

The social science and science materials combined cost approximately $926,500. Initial purchase orders for the newly adopted Math resources indicate a cost of approximately $516,800.  It is anticipated that a new reading/language arts adoption will cost between $400,000 and one million dollars depending on the publisher selected.
South Bay Union School District is requesting that the SBE approve its request to extend the adoption period for reading/language arts until August 2011. This will give us

the opportunity to replenish the IMRF funds needed for such a costly adoption, particularly after three textbook adoptions in less than two full years.If the State Board of 
Education approves our request, we will purchase replacement materials until the new adoption deadline of 2011, at which time the District will purchase reading/language arts materials from the new adoption list.
II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
The South Bay Union School District has been making consistent progress in terms of the percentage of students scoring proficient and advanced on the California Standards Test during the implementation of our current adoption. All grade levels below demonstrate growth over a five year period of time, ranging from 5 to 13 percent.

In addition to the growth that can be seen for all students second through sixth grade, the charts below demonstrate the AYP five year trend for English learners and students with disabilities. Growth for these two subgroups has been considerable, at increases of 13.6% and 17.8%, respectively.
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All Kinder through 6th grade students participate in 6-week benchmark or progress monitoring assessments. Classroom teachers use the results from 6-week progress monitoring assessments to guide instruction in the area of reading/language arts. These assessments are based on the Guaranteed & Viable Curriculum and the skills and strategies addressed in Houghton Mifflin. The following graph demonstrates District-wide the number of students scoring proficient or advanced on the four English language arts assessments administered prior to March 31, 2009.
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III.  Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

The South Bay Union School District is requesting the State Board of Education provide one additional year to purchase standards aligned materials in reading/language arts for a number of reasons.

1. We would like to maintain the focus outlined in our LEA/DAIT Plan. The elements of the DAIT Plan are aligned to the current reading/language arts materials. These elements include District guaranteed & viable curriculum, 6-week progress monitoring assessments, language arts instructional matrix, and the master Plan for English Language Learners.

2. 72.86% of teachers have attended the Year 1 AB466/SB472 Institute. Teachers at Reading First sites have attended up to five years of professional development aligned to Houghton Mifflin, Legacy of Literacy.

3. We are working with WestEd, our DAIT Provider, to ensure research-based, effective teaching practices at all grade levels. Such practices have begun to integrate into the daily use of the current reading/language arts adoption. Additional time to perfect these instructional practices will ensure the effectiveness of the new adoption.
4. An extension would allow us time to further deepen the implementation of our science and social science adoptions, and newly adopted Math materials.
5. Increased curriculum costs and an annual decrease in student enrollment over the past 7 years in South Bay Union School District have directly impacted our financial resources. An extension in the adoption timeline would ensure that factors other than cost would influence our selection process.
