Call to Order: Mrs. Jeannine Brasil called the meeting to order at 1:36 PM and led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance. Members in attendance: Ms. Jeannine Brasil, Mr. Joe Hammond, Mr. John Boogaard, and Mrs. Mickey Thayer. Board member Amanda Rogers was absent. Others present: Mrs. Carmen Barnhart, Superintendent/Principal; Mr. John Stankovich, Kings County Superintendent of Schools; Mr. Bill Gundacker, KCOE Board Member/Visitor; Mr. Dwaine Chambers, KCOE Council; Mrs. Jamie Dial, Director of Business Services for KCOE; Mrs. Janelle Notturno, DV Teacher; Mrs. Jacque Wilson, DV RSP Teacher; Mr. Richard Ketchum, DV Teacher. Delta View parents in attendance included Saydeth Sanchez, Lorina Villarreal, Sabrina Rios, Bertha Ibarra, Claudia Espita, Lucy Hernandez, Rosa M. Felix, and grandparent Suzetta Alves. Also present Assemblyman Gilmores office Rep. Tyler Ayers, and Ms. Shannon Milliken of the Hanford Sentinel. (Note: a Martin or Marta C--- or S--- was listed on sign-in sheet, but Name/Title could not be read clearly enough to decipher/record.)

Topics to be discussed in Closed Session Mrs. Brasil identified the items to be discussed in closed session as Public Employee Employment: Principal/Superintendent, Secretary/Administrative Assistant, Maintenance, and Custodian.

Comments from the Public: There were no comments from the public on any agenda items as presented.

 Action items: (Items visited prior to 1:45PM Public Hearing)
B. Approve Countywide Plan for Expelled students. Mrs. Barnhart explained the board packet item “Kings County School Districts Consortium Plan for Serving Expelled Students, (DRAFT—April 27,2009),”  and reported that Delta View has no record of any expelled students in the last 3 years, but a plan must nonetheless be in place to serve these students in the event expulsion should occur. Joe Hammond moved to approve the plan; Mickey Thayer seconded; all members present voted in favor.

C. Approve Payroll for April 2009. Mrs. Barnhart presented the April 2009 Payroll Report for classified and certificated staff.  Joe Hammond moved to approve; John Boogaard seconded; all members present voted in favor.

D. Approve APY for April 2009. Mrs. Barnhart presented the APY Reports for April 1, 10, 21, and 24, 2009.  Mickey Thayer moved to approve the APY reports for April 2009; John Boogaard seconded; motion passed by all members present voting in favor.

E. Change the meeting date of Next Regular Meeting of the Governing Board to June 24th. Mrs. Barnhart requested that due to a conflict with the 8th Grade Graduation on June 10, 2009, the date of the next regularly scheduled board meeting.  She requested that the board move the meeting to Wednesday, June 24, 2009, at 1:30PM (regularly scheduled time) to allow time to complete the 3rd Interim Budget Report and 2009-2010 Budget Proposal/Adoption preparation, and thereby avoid two meetings for each respectively during the month of June.  John Boogaard moved to approve moving the next regular board meeting to June 24, 2009, at 1:30PM at DV School; Mickey Thayer seconded the motion; all members present voted in favor  to pass the motion.

 Public Hearing:  The public hearing was called to order at 1:47PM by Jeannine Brasil.  Mrs. Barnhart opened by describing the information presented at and the outcome of the School Site Council Meeting the night before. She reported that a quorum could not be established at the SSC Meeting but that she proceeded with a public discussion/question-answer session to provide transparency and inform parents and the public present of the process.  She then shared the information presented the night before: she mapped out (charts) the lack of academic performance growth of the school over the last five years and explained why the district/school lost its Charter status for 2009-10.  She also detailed/charted what the district/school would look like operationally: approximately 40-45 students, 2 teachers/classrooms serving K-8, minimal classified support—one 7 hr. secretary, part-time custodian, 2 part time aides, no administrator except contracted agent for certificated evaluations, teacher-in-charge model for practical purposes in addition to classroom/teaching duties, limited/ questionable transportation provisions.  Mrs. Barnhart indicated her profound concern over the academic viability and instructional integrity of the situation DV is left with serving so few students, and indicated that is why she proposed the board consider and approve the general waiver request to make the district eligible for lapsation.  She further explained the benefits to students and their instruction if lapsed into the neighboring school district (Kit Carson) in stark contrast to what they would receive at DVJUSD in the current situation, illustrating the differences in charts also presented to SSC the night before.  

Mr. Stankovich spoke and indicated that Mrs. Barnhart had done a very thorough job presenting and he didn’t have anything to add except that he too was deeply concerned about the limited support and instruction DV students would receive under the 2009-10 non-charter model.  He added that no one here wanted to be in this situation, but we are, and it’s important that we consider what is best for students and their education.

Mrs. Brasil opened the Hearing up for Public Comment.

Speaker: DV Charter (Interdistrict) Parent, Lucy Hernandez, commented that she was embarrassed, that the district should be ashamed by the fact the school is closing and feels that her children have been left behind.

Speaker: Suzetta Alves, DV Charter (Interdistrict) Grandparent /Guardian, feels that with the language barrier many parents were left out, and so did not get to come and have someone speak on their behalf. Mrs. Alves also felt that there was no quorum at the Council Meeting because no roll call was called to let the members know to come up front. 

Mrs. Barnhart responded that translators were provided to bridge any language barriers and that all notifications had been sent in both English and Spanish, the 2 languages of the district.  She added that a quorum could not be established as she had called/asked numerous times for members to come to the table, and that not until the next day was she made aware that a 6th member was actually in the audience, although did not respond to requests for members. Mrs. Alves added that she did not want to see Delta View become a school abandoned like Packwood School, and that she felt that it was one thing for people to say they were acting on behalf of students/kids but that the proof was in their actions.

Speaker: Bertha Ibarra Parent, indicated she will need to get an Interdistrict Transfer but would still like to have her children attend this school or Kit Carson, as she has been happy with her children’s education at DV.

Speaker: Tyler Ayers representative of Assemblyman Gilmore’s Office indicated that their office would gladly show their support of the board’s decision on the matter and would assist in any way they could, whatever the determination. 

With no additional comments from the public, Mrs. Brasil closed the Public Hearing at 2:32 PM, and resumed the Open Session of the Regular Board Meeting at 2:33PM.

A.  Approve General Waiver for Lapsation.  Mrs. Barnhart presented the “General Waiver Request to the State Board of Education Exempting the District from a Portion of Education Code 35780(a) for Lapsation of the School District” for approval.  John Boogaard moved to approve the Waiver Request; Joe Hammond seconded the motion; motion passed with all members present voting in favor.

F.  Approve Resolution #09-0015 Directing the Layoff of Designated Certificated Employees and Authorizing the Superintendent/Designee to Send Appropriate Layoff/Termination Notices to Those Employees before May 15, 2009. Mrs. Barnhart presented the resolution for final Layoff/Termination notices for Certificated Staff.  Mrs. Mickey Thayer moved to approve the motion; Joe Hammond seconded the motion; motion passed with all members present voting in favor.

G. Approve Minutes from March 11,2009 and April 15,2009 Regular Meetings. Mrs. Barnhart presented the minutes from the last two regular board meetings.  Mickey Thayer moved to approve the motion; Joe Hammond seconded; all members present voted in favor/passed.

Discussion Items.  There were no discussion items.

Superintendent’s Report.  No report.

Comments from the Board.  There were no comments from the board.

Closed Session.  At 2:40PM, Mrs. Brasil moved the board to Closed Session.

Open Session.  At 3:12PM, Mrs. Brasil moved the board back into Open Session.

Report of Action Taken in Closed Session.  Mrs. Brasil reported that Carmen Barnhart will remain Superintendent under contract at a daily rate of $500.00/day commencing May 1, 2009, and to remain in effect until the next Board Meeting on June 24, 2009, when contracts will be presented.  Additionally, Tina Aguilar and John Barcellos will also remain employed by the School District as Secretary/ Administrative Assistant, and part-time Custodian, respectively, effective June 10, 2009 (scheduled date of prior lay-off notices) through the next board meeting on June 24, 2009, where contracts will be presented.  These motions were passed on a vote moved by Mickey Thayer, seconded by John Boogaard, and unanimously passed by members present (4-0), with Ms. Rogers absent.

Adjournment.  Upon a motion by Joe Hammond, seconded by John Boogaard, and unanimously approved by all members present, Mrs. Brasil adjourned the meeting at 3:16PM. 
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
