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7. Desired outcome/rationale. State what you hope to accomplish with the waiver. Describe briefly the circumstances that brought about the request and why the waiver is necessary to achieve improved student performance and/or streamline or facilitate local agency operations. Yosemite Park High School (YPHS) has traditionally had small enrollments of less than 10 students. The waiver would provide composition in numbers that are practical and possible. YPHS is approximately 30 miles away from our District’s nearest high school, thus making SSC sharing impractical. A well functioning SSC is instrumental in driving student achievement via the Site Plan for Student Achievement. To this end, the isolated and rural nature of YPHS would be well-served by a smaller but fully functioning SSC. Said waiver would also serve to resolve recent SPM findings.

YPHS is located in El Portal approximately 30 miles from the town of Mariposa. This necessary small school is rural and isolated. It consists of 4 students, 1 teacher and 1 principal.
