	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) has approved all similar waiver requests before them to date.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


To be eligible for Economic Impact Aid (EIA) funding, Education Code (EC) Section 54026(a)(2)(B) requires that the charter school report the number of pupils ages five to seventeen who are living with families whose annual income is at or below the federal poverty guideline. Beginning in July, 2007, charter schools are required to submit this information through the first principal apportionment data collection process. The law specifically prohibits revisions to this first principal apportionment data. 
The Kern Workforce 2000 Academy Charter School erroneously reported no EIA pupil counts for the 2006-07 or 2007-08 first principal apportionment. The 2006-07 EIA data are used to determine funding for both the 2006-07 and 2007-08 fiscal years. The 2007-08 EIA data are used to determine funding for the 2008-09 fiscal year. 

This waiver would allow the Kern Workforce 2000 Academy Charter School to revise data for the 2006-07 and 2007-08 first principal apportionments, and would allow the CDE, conditioned on receipt of an auditor’s letter of, to apportion EIA funding to this charter school for 2006-07, 2007-08 and 2008-09. There were 60 eligible students in 2006-07 and 112 eligible students in 2007-08. 

Demographic Information: The Kern Workforce 2000 Academy Charter School was approved by the Kern Union High School District. The charter school has a student population of approximately 480, and it is located in Bakersfield in Kern County.
