Shandon Joint Unified School District is a small, rural school district which includes four small schools:  112 students; Shandon Elementary School serving grades K-6; 154 students; Shandon High/Middle School serving grades 7-12; 5 students; Shandon High School, a community day school; and 11 students; Parkfield Elementary a one-room school serving grades K-6, Parkfield Elementary School.  The total enrollment of the district is 314.  Shandon Elementary and Shandon High/Middle School are located two blocks apart on the same street in a small town with only a post office and a market—there is no gas station, bank, or other employers in the town.    Most parents work in the nearest city which is at least a 30 minute drive one-way, so there are a very small number of parents involved in the schools.  

Shandon Elementary School has 8 teachers, and Shandon High/Middle School has 12 teachers and three of them also teach at Shandon Elementary.  The district operates with an administrative team of 2 people:  one superintendent/principal of Shandon High/Middle School and Shandon Community School, and one principal of Shandon Elementary and Parkfield Elementary School.  Parkfield Elementary, a one-room schoolhouse serving grades K-6, is very remote with 12 students and one teacher served by the principal of Shandon Elementary School, and it is a 45-minute drive from the other two schools.  

The schools currently operate with one parent organization (PTO) and one English Learner Advisory Committee (ELAC).  If two school site councils were required, the same people on the administrative team, some of the same teachers, and the same parents would be involved with both councils.  In a rural community with few parents who volunteer, it is difficult to get representation on one committee.  One SSC also avoids duplication of efforts by the same people.
