Approval of this waiver request will allow the Trona Joint Unified School District to have one district School Site Council. The composition of the SSC will incorporate representation from all school sites. It will also provide a better communication with regards to transitioning from elementary to middle school grades and on to high school. The focus will continue to remain upon academic achievement and progress toward becoming proficient and advanced in all subjects.  Finally, it would facility better communication between parents and community members to discuss ideas that affect all students.

Trona Joint Unified School District is a small and very isolated district located in Trona, CA. The closest district within the same county is nearly 90 miles away. There are no medical, dental, or other health related facilities, no cell service, and most all common necessities must be conducted in the city of Ridgecrest, CA, which is 30 miles away in Kern County.

Trona Elementary has a student population of about 160 students and 8 classroom teachers grades K-6 (one teacher per grade level plus a special education teacher). Trona High School has about 150 students and 10 teachers. Trona Community Day School has one teacher and about 5 students. This means the district's entire K-12 certificated staff consists of only 18 teachers.

All three schools are located on the same physical block but do not share a common administrator. The district superintendent is also the HS and Community Day School Principal.
