(a) A local governing board shall use funding received pursuant to this chapter to ensure that each pupil is provided with a standards-aligned textbook or basic instructional materials, as adopted by the State Board of Education subsequent to the adoption of content standards pursuant to Section 60605 for kindergarten and grades 1 to 8, inclusive, or as adopted by the local governing board pursuant to Sections 60400 and 60411, for grades 9 to 12, inclusive. Pupils shall be provided with standards-aligned textbooks or basic instructional materials by the beginning of the first school term that commences no later than 24 months after those materials were adopted by the State Board of Education.


	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:
Muroc Joint Unified School District (MJUSD) is requesting a one-year postponement of the adoption of new instructional materials for K-8 mathematics; K-8 mathematics would be extended from Fall 2009 to Fall 2010. In addition, MJUSD is requesting a two-year postponement of the adoption of new instructional materials for K-8 English Language Arts; K-8 English Language Arts would be extended from Fall 2010 to Fall 2012.  MJUSD adopted new K-12 English Language Arts instructional materials in 2005.  This request would extend the use of our current standards-aligned, state approved textbooks in mathematics from 7 to 8 years and English Language Arts from 6 to 7 years.

MJUSD is undergoing significant issues due to the State fiscal crisis and district declining enrollment.  The district’s enrollment is approximately 2,000 students with half of our schools on a military installation serving two-thirds of the district’s students.  Due to the declining number of military personnel assigned to the base and the reduction of available base housing the district has lost significant revenue previously generated through Federal Impact Aid.  The district is currently in the process of developing a fiscal recovery plan and exploring options to cut an additional $500,000 during 2008-09 school year.  We have already cut $1.8 million over the last two years. 

Even in the midst of these fiscal problems, the district state test scores demonstrate our commitment to teacher quality and standards-aligned instruction.  Our current instructional materials are all standards-based with a staff development focus to support quality instruction aligned to student mastery of the content standards.  We have embraced a comprehensive textbook adoption processes focusing on the district needs for students and teachers.  The process includes reviewing program components, content, instructional support, standards alignment, assessment and universal access with a strong emphasis on analyzing the instruction of key mathematical concepts and standards.

I.  Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.

MJUSD has a comprehensive textbook adoption process which includes the analysis of test data at each school site and district level to identify the specific needs of students and teachers.  A district committee of teachers and administrators representing all grade levels participate in the adoption of new instructional materials.  The process includes an overview of essential standards, program content in the light of identified district needs, instructional support of learning, assessment and progress monitoring and support for struggling students. The committee reviews state adopted materials using set criteria during the school year and makes a recommendation for district wide adoption to the Board of Education.  The materials are available for review and input by the public.  Staff development is planned to support the implementation of the adopted materials.

2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

The district has textbooks for every student in all grades to use in the classroom and for use for homework.  The district meets the Williams requirements in all core subject areas in compliance with the requirements of Education Code Section 60119.  Additional mathematics and English Language Arts textbooks, if needed, will be available during the extended year(s).

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

The school district’s adoption timeline (Local Document #4) includes one school year for adoption committee activities the year following state adoption, followed by the purchase and implementation of adopted materials in August at the beginning of the following school year to meet the Williams requirement of implementation within 24 months of the state adoption of textbooks.  The district used IMFRP and Lottery Textbook Funds for the purchase of newly adopted materials.  Each year, a portion of the district’s IMFRP Textbook Funds is allocated for the purchase of consumable textbooks/workbooks, replacement textbooks/materials as needed, and textbooks/materials needed for additional enrollment at grade or course level.  IMFRP and Lottery textbook annual allocations of $168,000 are not sufficient to fund the approximately $400,000 – $500,000 needed for newly adopted textbooks K-12 each year of major adoptions.  During years when there are no core adoption purchases, funds are saved and carried over in anticipation of the burden of adoptions scheduled in succession.

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II.  Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter

MJUSD’s Academic Performance Index (API) is 794 and all individual schools are in the 700 – 800 + range for API. In addition, all of the schools exceeded their growth target for 2008 with 3 district schools scoring over the state API target of 800.   Local Document #5 illustrates API progress for the district and individual schools. 

Local Document #5 (MJUSD AYP) also reveals that the district met its AYP targets.  Individual school sites meet all established AYP targets in the area of English Language Arts and Math, including significant subgroups.  The district has no program improvement schools.

MJUSD would like to postpone the adoption of new instructional materials in the areas of Mathematics and English Language Arts for one year to allow us to address the fiscal challenges facing our district due to declining enrollment and lose of revenue.  Our concentration will still be to provide quality classroom instruction for students and support to our educational staff, utilizing standards-based instructional materials and best practices.
