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	4. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason: 
Auburn Union School District (AUSD) is requesting a one-year postponement of the adoption of new instructional materials for 7- 8th math, which includes Math 7, pre-algebra, algebra, and geometry, and English Language Arts for grades K-8. Implementation of Mathematics for 7_8th grade would be extended from Fal12009 to Fa112010. Implementation for English Language Arts would be extended from Fa112010 to Fall 2011. This waiver would extend the use of our current standards-aligned, State approved textbooks from a 7 year to 8 year implementation cycle. AUSD is a district dealing with significant budget cuts due to the State budget crisis and declining enrollment. Many teachers will receive lay-off notices or reassignments as categorical programs are cut. The district may also discontinue a K-8 model moving the 6-8th grade students to the middle school. Teachers may be teaching in grade levels they have never taught. Teachers will be learning new grade level standards and curriculum. Our district has made a commitment to teacher quality and standards- aligned instruction. Our adoption process is comprehensive. A curriculum committee attends a presentation by publishers of State adopted materials. The curriculum committee selects programs for the piloting process, which includes review of the essential standards, analysis of student data, review of the new resources, alignment with grade level pacing and local interim assessments, and review of the multi-year implementation support. It will be difficult to adopt two curricular areas within one year, as it will not only impact the instructional materials funding but also district staff resources. 

In 2008-2009, AUSD is focusing our staff development resources in collaboration and analysis of 

student data, implementation of science K-5, and the piloting and adoption of math K-6. In the fall of 

2009, resources will focus on the transition of teachers in new assignments and on the implementation the K-6math adoption. Limited staff development and instructional material funds will make the focus on math in grades 7-8 impossible. The district will initiate the adoption of K-6 mathematics. The 12 month extension in 7-8th grade mathematics necessitates a 12-month extension for English Language Arts to avoid the adoption of textbooks in two curricular areas within the same year.

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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver 

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval: 

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district: 

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program. 

AUSD has a comprehensive piloting process for textbook adoption. A committee in the assigned subject area attends a County sponsored publisher's presentation to determine programs to be published. Piloting teachers from each school site decide on which program to pilot. Piloting teachers lead their grade level colleagues through the piloting process and they fill out a Toolkit rubric as they pilot materials. In the piloting process, essential standards, pacing, alignment with benchmark and interim assessments are reviewed. At the end of the piloting period, the curriculum focused committee reconvenes and makes a final recommendation to the district Curriculum Steering Committee, which is made up of teachers, parents, Board members, a classified employee, and an administrator. The CSC reviews the piloting process and the recommendation. The CSC then makes a recommendation to the Board on whether to approve the adoption. Before Board approval, the piloting materials are then kept in the district office for parent preview and a Public Meeting is held. The recommendation is presented to the Board for approval. 

After an adoption approval, the Leadership team develops the format of staff development, utilizing district resources, intervention options, and differentiation strategies needed for a successful implementation. DataWise Coordinators at each site, work with staff to analyze student data to determine if all subgroups are making academic progress. Results of Multiple Measures of Assessment are analyzed by the Leadership team. The Leadership team and Curriculum Steering Committee review the progress after the adoption implementation and assessments results in all curricular areas; it is then determined whether additional staff development is needed. The Curriculum Steering Committee and the DataWise Coordinators work with Leadership to determine if adjustments are needed in curriculum and assessments. 

K-8 Social Science: Adoption Activities 2006-2007; Implementation Fall 2007-2008. 

The Social Studies Committee representing all elementary and middle schools participated in the adoption process through the 2006-2007 school year. In alignment with the 24 Month Rule, all Social Science materials were implemented starting in the fall of 2007. The adoption and its implementation was coordinated through District administration and the District Curriculum Steering Committee. Staff inservice has been coordinated at individual school sites. Data analysis of standards-based state and local assessment have been reviewed. Pacing, benchmark, and interim assessments will be being developed. 

6-8 Science: Adoption Activities 2006-2007; Implementation Fall 2007-2008 

Teachers of 6_8th grade science were involved in the 6-8 grade science adoption. The teachers made a recommendation to the District Curriculum Steering Committee. The CSC reviewed the adoption and made the recommendation to the Board. Again opportunities for parent input through extended preview time and a Public Hearing were held. Teachers worked with the publishing representative for staff development during the year to support the implementation of the adoption. The next steps will be for teachers to review essential standards and pacing, and develop benchmark assessments aligned with both standards and the textbooks. 

K-5 Science: Adoption Activities 2007-2008; Implementation Fall 2008-2009 

In order to allow time for K-5 teachers to successfully implement their comprehensive social science adoption, piloting of the K-5 materials began in August 2007 with the implementation beginning in August 2008. The Science Committee piloted four programs using the Science Adoption Toolkit as they reviewed standards and strategies to meet our diverse population. Staff development was site initiated with grade level collaboration at staff meetings and minimum days. The next steps will be to create a pacing chart and to develop bench mark and interim assessments to monitor academic performance of all subgroups. 

K-6 Mathematics: Adoption Activities 2008-2009; Implementation Fall 2009-2010 

AUSD is not requesting a waiver the 24 Month Rule for K-6 due to the planned implementation within the "24 Month Rule". The Math Committees is piloting materials during the 2008-2009 school years. During the year the Curriculum Steering Committee, Math Committee, the Report Card Committee, the DataWise Coordinators, and the Leadership will review materials, essential standards, the already developed pacing chart, bench mark and interim assessments, and the report card to ensure alignment. The recommendation for adoption of the K-6 math materials will go to the Board April 2009. Implementation of the K-6 materials will begin August 2009. 

7-8 Mathematics: Piloting Activities Spring 2009 and Fall 2009; Requesting Waiver to delay implementation until Fall 2010. Pacing Guides, essential standards, bench mark and interim assessment have been developed. Middle school math teachers and DataWise Coordinators will review standards and assessment to ensure alignment with the recommended programs for Math 7, Pre-algebra, algebra, and geometry to meet the needs of all students. 

K-8 English/Language Arts: We are requesting Waiver for the 24 Month Rule until Fall 2011. 

2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil. 

The district has textbooks for every student in all grades to use in the classroom and to use for homework. The district meets the Williams requirements in all core subject areas (Ed Code 60119).

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.) 

The district's Adoption (see document section #4) includes one year for piloting and adoption activities, followed by the purchase and implementation starting in August of the next school year. The school district has a plan for the expenditures of IMFRP and Lottery Textbook funds for consumable and replacement materials and additional materials for increased enrollment at a particular grade level. The remaining funds are used to fund the new adoptions. The district's current allocation is not sufficient to fund the estimated $61,000 for 7 -8th grade mathematics (Math 7, Pre algebra, algebra, and geometry) and the estimated $300,000 for English/Language Arts K-8. With the high expenditures with the Social Science, Science, K-6 Math, and materials for English Learners and Intervention there are not enough carry-over funds to purchase the remainder of the math adoption. After assessing the materials and the needs of the district it was further decided that additional staff development will be needed for the implementation of the 7 _8th grade math programs. Therefore, due to funding and staff development challenges the district determined the need for delaying the English/Language Arts adoption to ensure teacher quality and implementation of a successful adoption. 

II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter
Auburn Union School District is experiencing a changing population with increasing numbers of English Learners, Hispanic, Students with Disabilities, and Social-economically disadvantaged subgroups. The scores below reflect the challenges of our changing population. Alta Vista School was closed in June of 2008 and the students were transferred to Skyridge School creating a more diverse population. The district did not make all of its Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in 2008. Two schools have API scores over the state target of 800 but these schools have not continued to increase API scores. The district's two most diverse schools are making progress but have not reached the state target of 800. The percent of students in all subgroups achieving the state target of proficient or above on the California Standards in the four core content areas did not meet the AYP criteria for mathematics and English/language arts. It is critical that the District provide the time and resources to do a thorough analysis of data, review standards, and provide in-service as they pilot new adoptions to ensure they meet the needs of all students. 
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III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a) 
Unfortunately Auburn Union School District is facing fiscal challenges due to declining enrollment and significant changes in the State budgeting. In 2009-2010 a number of teachers district-wide may be assuming teaching positions that are different than their previous experiences. These teachers need training and support. Since the district has standards-aligned, State Board approved resources available from the last adoption, AUSD would like to postpone for 12 months the adoption of new instructional materials for mathematics 7-8th (Math 7, pre algebra, algebra, and geometry) and K-8 English/Language Arts. Current funding sources will also limit a comprehensive purchase and training of new instructional materials in these two core areas. This postponement will allow AUSD to address the critical challenges of professional development, thorough piloting process, identification of intervention materials needed to support all students, and maximizing financial resources to ensure a successful adoption and implementation in the areas of mathematics and English/language arts.
