Brentwood Union School District desires to postpone implementation of Language Arts until beginning 
2011-2012 school year (adoption process 2010-2011).  
BUSD adopted SRA, Open Court Reading for Kindergarten – Grade 5 and Timeless Voices, Timeless Themes by Prentice Hall for Grades 6-8 in 2005-2006 based on evaluation of instructional practices

and student achievement and examination of program strengths to match needs.

A thorough implementation process included AB466 training of 80% of all elementary teachers (regular and special education) and 3 days of district developed training for all other teachers and  administrators.  All Instructional Aides have been trained at the elementary level and substitute teachers are offered training annually.  All teachers of Language Arts at grades 6-8 are trained via district developed training.  District provided training is conducted annually for all teachers new to the

district or changing grade levels. 
All students have textbooks and supporting consumable texts, all classrooms have all instructional

support materials of the program.

A consistent, districtwide assessment program based on Open Court and Prentice Hall materials has been developed, is fully implemented throughout all schools of the district, and provides the basis for consistent reporting for data conferences, reporting to parents, and the Universal Screening process

for Response to Intervention being implemented throughout the district.
Postponing the Language Arts adoption until 2010-2011 school year with implementation 2011-2012 would allow use of the fully implemented current program for 5 years.  The solidification of program during that time will benefit:

Students - consistent instructional program

Teachers- effective implementation of program to examine student achievement on consistent assessments

Program implementation - assuring all teachers fully trained,  administrative feedback, consistent reporting practices

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
Brentwood Union School District has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program for Language Arts.  Agreed upon commitments by all stakeholders (teachers, district and site administrators, Board) include training of all teachers in adopted instructional materials, implementation of program with fidelity, articulated instruction between regular and special education,

English Learner programs, and consistent assessment and reporting guidelines throughout the district.  

Immediately upon adoption of Open Court, plans were made for AB466 training to be conducted in district for all interested teachers.  Over 80% of all elementary teachers voluntarily signed up for 5 days of summer training.  3 days of training facilitated by the publisher and district staff development trainers were conducted for all other teachers.  Annually, 3 days of district developed training is conducted for all

teachers new to the district or who have changed grade levels. 

3 days of publisher training was accessed for all middle school teachers of Language Arts during the first year of implementation and 2 days of district training developed.  Annually, 2 days of district developed

training is conducted for all teachers new to Language Arts at grades 6-8.

All district training modules include unpacking of grade level standards, CA framework overview as well as key instructional strategies from adopted program, the district pacing guide, and common

assessments.  

District funding supported the original training at onset of implementation and annual budget includes the Language Arts training for all new teachers.  Weekly early release days were instituted during the first year of Language Arts implementation to provide time needed for ongoing training and to establish regularly scheduled data conferences by grade level to analyze student results on common assessments in Language Arts. 
2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

Brentwood Union School District has sufficient textbooks and instructional materials for use by each pupil.  Most recent EC60119 resolution is attached.  

In addition to student materials, all classrooms have been provided with all instructional materials for full implementation of program with fidelity.

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

Brentwood Union School District intends to conduct the adoption process during 2010-2011 school year and implement newly adopted program at onset of 2011-2012 school year.

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III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)
The postponement of adoption of standards-aligned instructional materials for Language Arts is needed

by the Brentwood Union School District in order to continue a solidly implemented program that has been

built upon 100% teacher and administrator training, consistent assessment analysis and reporting

procedures, and achievement scores that show sustained improvement.
The district will be implementing mathematics beginning 2009-2010 with the same degree of commitment to teacher training, development of consistent assessment analysis and reporting as was done for Language Arts.  This implementation will be a 3-year plan. The postponement of Language Arts adoption and implementation for 1 year will allow teachers to have 2 years of solid implementation of mathematics before implementation emphasis would shift to Language Arts.
