EC 60422. (a) A local governing board shall use funding received pursuant to this chapter to ensure that each pupil is provided with a standards-aligned textbook or basic instructional materials, as adopted by the State Board of Education subsequent to the adoption of content standards pursuant to Section 60605 for kindergarten and grades 1 to 8, inclusive, or as adopted by the local governing board pursuant to Sections 60400 and 60411, for grades 9 to 12, inclusive. Pupils shall be provided with standards-aligned textbooks or basic instructional materials by the beginning of the first school term that commences no later than 24 months after those materials were adopted by the State Board of Education.


	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:
Lake Elsinore Unified School District is requesting a waiver to allow a one-year delay of the English/Language Arts adoption, until no later than the start of the 2011 academic year.  This past year we adopted a new math program, Scott Foresman’s enVision.  Due to its complexity and vast difference from our past adoption, we have found the continuing need for more intensive professional development.  The district-wide trainings for each teacher are continuing throughout this year and have proved extremely costly and resource intensive.  Backing this to another large adoption, would  dilute the focus needed for successful adoptions.

 Currently we are using materials from the 2002 Reading/Language Arts/English Language Development Adoption list, including the Houghton Mifflin Reading program for kindergarten through grade five, and the Language of Learning by McDougal Littell for grades 6-8. The Lake Elsinore Unified School District 2008 California Standards test scores in Language Arts are above those in districts with comparable demographics.  All numerically significant subgroups made the federal Adequate Yearly Progress targets in 2008 for Language Arts and the Lake Elsinore USD was the only district in the State of California to exit Program Improvement status in 2008.   Our teachers support the continuing use of Houghton Mifflin, and a copy of our sufficiency resolution from 2008-2009, state that we have the necessary instructional materials to be successful.
If we could delay the adoption another year, we could begin focusing teachers next year on the new Reading/Language Arts Framework and provide training on the toolkit process.  The following year would be spent on piloting chosen curriculum to ensure that the best decision for adoption was made.

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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
Lake Elsinore Unified is currently using materials from the 2002 Reading/Language Arts/English Language Development Adoption list, including the Houghton Mifflin Reading program for kindergarten through grade five, and the Language of Learning by McDougall Littell.  Teachers were trained on the core curriculum and Frameworks over a number of years through AB 466 as well as through the publishers. Through continual analysis of student data, Including California Standards Tests and local Benchmark Assessments, our students are proving the success of the curriculum. Students have shown steady growth on CSTs in all grades.  All elementary schools demonstrated growth in the Base API to Growth API scores in 2008.  Twelve of the district’s fourteen elementary schools earned API scores above 800.  All five middle schools demonstrated growth in comparing the 2008 Base and 2008 Growth API scores, with an average API gain of 54.6 points.  

2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

A copy of our sufficiency resolution from 2008-2009 was submitted to the state, proving that our students have sufficient instructional materials.  A copy of our most recent EC 60119 resolution has been attached.

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.  
Lake Elsinore Unified is requesting additional time to purchase standards-aligned instructional materials in Reading/Language Arts/English Language Development.  We are currently implementing new mathematics materials, and will begin the adoption process for Reading/Language Arts next year.  In the 2009-2010 school year, we will train teachers on the new Reading/Language Arts Framework and the toolkit process for adoption.  In the  year 2010-2011, we will pilot two to three state approved programs and will formally adopt a single standards-aligned program for the start of the 2011 academic year.  Therefore we are requesting a waiver for one year for an alternative purchase date of no later than the start of the 2011 academic year.
II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
Lake Elsinore Unified has shown a great deal of growth in the number of students scoring at proficient or advanced on the CST Language Arts tests.  Each numerically significant subgroup made their Adequate Yearly Progress targets in 2008.  With the growth trend continuing in the Hispanic, SED, EL and Special Education subgroups, Lake Elsinore is projected to make the increasing AYP targets again in 2009.

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

Lake Elsinore Unified School District is requesting this waiver because more time is needed to complete our math adoption and training. Due to the complexity of the new materials and a distinct  shift to a more conceptual understanding, much professional development has been needed.  We will continue this year to train teachers and begin our focus on math next school year, 2009-2010.

Cost is a factor as well.  Last year’s math adoption cost approximately $78 per pupil and we are looking at the Reading/ELA adoption to be upwards of $125 per pupil.  We will use this additional time to regroup financially and programmatically before fully implementing a new Reading/Language Arts adoption.  Additionally, the increased time will help to prepare our teaching community for an effective roll-out and implementation of the new ELA adoption.  An ELA adoption will require extensive time to fully train staff as well as intensive resources. Our present adoption, Houghton Mifflin Reading, has provided all of our students with a strong foundation to be successful on state and local assessments as can be seen in Section II. The Universal Access component of Houghton Mifflin has enabled teachers to meet the needs of our GATE, at-risk and EL populations.  We will continue to use these materials until the proposed adoption in 2011.
