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Attachment A: Desired Outcome/Rationale for Waiver

In La Mesa-Spring Valley School District (LMSVSD) we strive for excellence and make decisions based upon the best interest of all children. To support our students and the professional development of highly qualified teachers, the District is strategically implementing a Mathematics program in grades K-8 and using board-adopted materials from the SBE 2007 Mathematics Primary Adoption list. Implementation includes the participation of all teachers in SB 472 Professional Development over a 2-year period, training of expert teachers to serve as coaches, the development of a comprehensive assessment plan, and the pilot and adoption of math intervention materials for our most needy students. Granting this waiver would allow teachers to focus on the implementation of newly adopted math materials without the additional burden of piloting a new English-Language arts program at the same time. This waiver would also allow more time for the District to conduct a thorough review of the 2008 Reading/Language Arts – English-Language Development adopted programs.

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.

LMSVSD is currently using standards-aligned reading/language arts programs adopted by the State Board of Education in 2002:

· Houghton Mifflin (grades K-5)

· Holt, Rinehart & Winston (grades 6-8)

Teachers have received professional development in using these programs, including AB 466 (now SB 472) training, and have developed materials and lessons to support this adoption. Our CST scores in language arts exceed the state average at every grade level:

2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

LMSVSD has a State-adopted and standards-aligned textbook for each child in language arts, mathematics, social studies, and science. The District has continues to purchase supplementary support materials (e.g. student workbooks) in all subject areas.

Attached is a copy of the District Instructional Materials Sufficiency Resolution in accordance with requirements of Education Code 60119 and the Williams Settlement for the 08-09 school year indicating all students have textbooks as required.
3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

LMSVSD has adopted new instructional materials on the following schedule:

· History-Social Science

May 2006

· Science


May 2007

· Mathematics


May 2008

History-Social Science and Science were implemented beginning in August of the year noted above. Mathematics is being strategically implemented in order to provide the most comprehensive professional development and support teachers need to implement a rigorous curriculum that will ensure student learning. The Basic math program was implemented in middle schools in August 2008, and in a small group of classrooms at the elementary schools. A cadre of elementary “expert” teachers is being trained through the SB 472 “Train-the-Trainer” model and will serve as in-house professional developers and math coaches. All elementary classrooms will implement the Basic math program in August 2009. We are currently piloting SBE adopted Math Intervention Programs with planned implementation in August 2009. Over a 2-year period, every teacher will attend SB 472 Professional Development on the newly adopted math curriculum. 

The instructional materials pilot and adoption process in LMSVSD is extensive. The pilot committee, consisting of teachers and administrators spend several months analyzing SBE approved materials. The materials are evaluated based upon the state framework’s recommended evaluation criteria with an emphasis on the particular needs of our students and on parent input. Teachers spend several months piloting the two top programs and make a recommendation to the school board that finalizes the adoption. The piloting teachers then assist in the planning of implementation, professional development and support.

LMSVSD is requesting that the SBE provide it one additional year to adopt and purchase standards-aligned instructional materials for Kindergarten through grade eight from the SBE-adopted 2008 Reading Language Arts Adoption list. The District also requests permission to use IMRFP funds to purchase replacement materials from the 2002 SBE list until the new adoption deadline of 2011. The district will purchase RLA-ELD newly adopted materials for the start of the 2011-2012 school year. 

LMSVSD IMFRP funds for 2008-09 were $843,895, and $193,812 were carried over from 2007-08 for a combined total of $1,037,707. Thus far, the cost of the 2007 Basic Math adoption is $985,289, and the Math Intervention materials will cost an additional $188,000. This leaves us with a $135,582 deficit in our IMFRP funds when the Math adoption is complete.  We expect the 2008 Reading/Language Arts – English-Language Development adoption to cost $1,300,000. 
II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 

LMSVSD students have consistently scored higher than the state average in English-language arts at every grade level (see chart above). In addition, the District has steadily closed the gap between the district-wide API and the state API target of 800:

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

LMSVSD is requesting the State Board of Education provide a one-year extension to purchase from the 2008 list of adopted Reading/Language Arts – English-Language Development programs for two reasons. First, we would like to focus our energies and resources on the thorough implementation of newly adopted basic mathematics programs, finish our pilot/purchase of math intervention programs, and provide teachers with the professional development in math instruction that will ensure the success of our students. Secondly, the District is concerned about the unstable State budget situation.
