That the joint schoolsite council (SSC) will maintain the parity and composition requirements of California Education Code (EC) Section 52852 and draw proportional schoolsite council representation from the each participating school. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Specific authority is provided in EC Section 52863 to allow the State Board of Education (SBE) to waive the SSC requirements of the School-Based Coordination Program (SBCP) Act that would hinder the success of school-based programs. These waivers must be renewed every two years. 

All waivers of this type have been approved by the SBE for schools too small to meet the SSC composition requirements of Education Code (EC) Section 52852 

Pursuant to the SBE Waiver Policy: Schoolsite Councils for Small Schools Sharing Common Services or Attendance Areas, schools must have small numbers of students and teachers and; have a common site administration, curriculum, or other shared services or; have a geographic proximity or similar student populations. 

Also, this district meets the criteria for the SBE Streamlined Waiver Policy, (available at: http://www.cde.ca.gov/re/lr/wr/documents/sbestreamlined.doc)  achieving an Academic Performance Index (API) score of 800 or above in the current scoring cycle. Golden Valley Unified School District has a 2008 API of 804.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The five schools employ a total of seven teachers, and have the following student enrollment: Independence Continuation School, 21 students; Centennial Independent 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Study, 58 students (including hospital student); Valley Teen Ranch, 22 students; Lincoln Community Day School, 12 students; and Golden Valley Adult Education, 8 students. 
With this overall small number of staff the department recommends that the joint SSC maintain the parity and composition requirements of EC Section 52852 and draw proportional schoolsite council representation from the larger participating schools. The combined SSC will identify and address the unique student and program requirements at each school, and those program improvement needs common to the schools.
