Encinitas Union School District’s mission is to assist our children to value learning and to be successful in school, society, and work by providing a challenging and nurturing learning experience.  We work in partnership with family and community preparing children to be leaders in a diverse ever-changing world.

1.  The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.

Encinitas Union School District is currently using standards-aligned reading/language arts programs adopted from the SBE’s 2002 adoption list (Houghton Mifflin Reading, Houghton Mifflin for K-5; Language of Literature, McDougal Litell for 6).
Professional development is a top priority in our district and we are known throughout San Diego County for providing multiple opportunities for our teachers to learn curriculum prior to and during implementation.  In addition, teachers have not only extensively mapped this core curriculum area but they have also developed trimester grade level specific benchmark assessments used for monitoring student progress.  Our CST scores in language arts are strong as noted below:

An adoption extension in this content area would allow Encinitas Union School District a year between four major adoptions.  Encinitas adopted history-social science in August 2007, science in August 2008 and we are in the process of adopting math in August 2009.  This extension would allow us to solidify our most recent adoptions of science and math.  Specifically, more professional development in using the hands on materials in science as well as the digital elements in the math adoption.  Since we take our professional development seriously, we request the State Board of Education allow us a year between the current math adoption and the reading/language arts adoption.

Encinitas Union School District has a state adopted and standards aligned textbook for each child in language arts, math, social studies, and science. We also have purchased extensive support materials in all subject areas. 

We have included a copy of the Resolution Determining Sufficiency of Instructional Materials under EC 60119 and the Williams Lawsuit for the 08-09 school year showing that all students have texts as required.

Each of these was/will be implemented beginning in the year noted above. The adoption decision was based on a thorough pilot and standards comparison.  The curriculum pilot process is extensive in Encinitas School District beginning in the spring a year prior to the adoption.  Teachers and administrators review all State approved materials and determine 2 – 3 curricula to pilot in grade level prior to submitting recommendations to the Encinitas Union School Board.  

Encinitas Union School District is requesting that the SBE provide it one additional year to purchase standards-aligned instructional materials for kindergarten through grade six from the SBE-adopted 2008 Reading/Language Arts Adoption list and allow Encinitas School District to use IMRF to purchase replacement materials until the new adoption deadline of 2011. The district will purchase RLA adopted materials for the start of the 2011-2012 school year.

Encinitas Union school district consists of nine elementary with very little district office infrastructure. Due to the unstable state budget forecast and staffing issues, Encinitas Union School District needs the additional time to adequately conduct its adoption process and provide the professional development needed to ensure programs are effectively implemented.

The district’s 2008 Academic Performance Index Growth score was 891, up 10 points from the 2007 API Base and 149 points higher than the state’s 742.
