	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:
Huntington Beach City School District (HBCSD) is requesting a one-year postponement of the adoption of new instructional materials for K-8 mathematics and K-8 English language arts.  K-8 mathematics would be extended from Fall 2009 to Fall 2010 and English language Arts would be extended from Fall 2010 to Fall 2011.  This would extend the use of our current standards-aligned, state approved textbooks from 7 years to 8 years.  This waiver would allow HBCSD to address several issues.

HBCSD’s state test scores demonstrate the district’s commitment to teacher quality and standards-aligned instruction.  Our textbook adoption processes are comprehensive, including review of essential standards, analysis of student data, extensive review of new resources, and multi-year implementation support.  
The 12-month extension in mathematics necessitates a 12-month extension for English language arts to avoid the adoption of textbooks in two curricular areas in the same year.

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
HBCSD has a comprehensive two-year process for textbook review and adoption.  In year 1 of this process, key teachers, parent representatives, and administrators review state-adopted materials and recommend the selection to pilot two or three programs.  Two to three teachers (which includes special education, GATE, etc.) at each grade level pilot the programs in the spring and fall.  Committee members inform and involve their constituent groups throughout the process.  Pilot evaluation documents are collected and tabulated to develop an initial sense of piloting strengths and weaknesses.  Then the committee along with parent representatives reconvenes to review data and come to a consensus to make a final recommendation to the Board of Trustees for district-wide adoption in March.  Once adopted, staff development is developed and delivered.
2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.

The district has textbooks for every student in all grades to use in the classroom.  The district meets the Williams requirements in all core subject areas (Education Code 60119) and has always done so.  Additional mathematics and English language arts textbooks will be available during the extended year of use utilizing the IMFRP funds.  District-wide and site Professional Learning Communities collaboration is orchestrated throughout the adoption cycle.

3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

The school district’s adoption timeline (see Local Document #2) includes one school year for adoption committee activities, followed by the purchase and implementation of adopted materials at the beginning of the next school year.  The school district also has a plan for the expenditure of IMFRP and Lottery Textbook Funds for the purchase of newly adopted materials.  Each year, the IMFRP funds are used to purchase consumable workbooks, replacement textbooks/materials as needs, and textbooks/materials needed for additional enrollment at grade or course levels.  The remaining IMFRP and Lottery Textbook Funds annual allocations are not sufficient to fund the approximately $1.25 million needed for newly adopted textbooks K-8 for math and English language arts and consumables.  In addition, the appropriate implementation of newly adopted textbooks requires extensive staff development and a redesign of the district benchmark assessments to properly support the revised program.
II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
HBCSD’s Academic Performance Index (API) of 859 exceeds the state target of 800 by 59 points.  All but one school is above the state target and one school is above 900.
HBCSD met 29 of its 29 Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) indicators.  The middle school that was in Program Improvement made significant growth to exit out of Program Improvement this year.
HBCSD continues to make progress in all of our subgroups indicating an achievement gap.

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

HBCSD’s commitment to teacher quality and on-going professional development is a major factor in HBCSD’s students high performance on state indicators.  The adoption process in HBCSD provides critical professional development for teachers, representing all schools within the district and all grade levels.  The multi-year adoption activities require data analysis, standards review, and inservices on instructional and intervention strategies.  Highly qualified, well-informed experts review new resources and plan staff development for other teachers within the district.
Unfortunately, HBCSD is facing fiscal challenges due to significant changes in state budgeting.  In 2009/2010, a significant number of teachers district-wide may be assuming teaching positions different from their previous teaching experiences.  These transition teachers need support.  Staff development funds and a reduction in support staff make professional development for these teachers along with implementation of the newly adopted science textbooks, follow-up staff development in history/social science and science and the initiation of adoption activities for K-8 mathematics impossible.  Since the district has standards-aligned State Board approved resources available from the last mathematics and English language arts adoption for an addition year of use, HBCSD would like to postpone for one year the adoption of new instructional materials both for K-8 mathematics and K-8 English language arts.  This postponement will allow HBCSD to address pressing professional development needs in 2009/2010 and prepare teachers for the adoption of new materials in mathematics and English language arts beginning in the 2010/2011.  Teacher quality and attention are pre-requisites for successful adoption and implementation of new resources.
