Pupils shall be provided with standards-aligned textbooks or basic instructional materials by the beginning of the first school term that commences no later than 24 months after those materials were adopted by the State Board of Education.


	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:
The Rincon Valley Union School District is requesting a waiver to postpone the adoption of the new adoption materials for grades K – 6 for both mathematics and Reading/English Language Arts. The mathematics would be extended from Fall 2009 to Fall 2010 and Reading/English Language Arts would be extended from Fall 2010 to Fall 2011. The additional time will allow the district to make the best materials selection for our students. Historically, RVUSD spends two years analyzing the new materials, our assessment results, studying the standards, and frameworks. The new math adoption includes: Algebra Readiness materials, intervention materials for grades 4 – 6, and our needed preparation and planning for all eighth graders be ready to enroll in eighth grade Algebra. This waiver would allow RVUSD to address several issues:

· RVUSD would like to focus our limited professional development resources to support science, mathematics, and Reading/English Language Arts

· Our textbook adoption processes are comprehensive, including review of essential standards, analysis of student data, review of new materials/resources, and multiple year implementation support
· The 12-month extension in mathematics necessitates a 12-month an extension for Reading/English Language Arts to avoid the adoption of two core curriculum areas in the same year

I. 1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
RVUSD has followed the state adoption cycle in which it purchased state-approved standards-aligned materials for all students in core subject areas. The practice for each new adoption includes: 
· Review the most recent State Board approved curriculum framework for the subject area under consideration

· Review State Board or District adopted grade level content standards for the specific subject area under consideration
· Training in the evaluation process and evaluation instrument

· Review the California State Board of Education Adoption Report of Instructional Materials which outlines the K-8 state adoption process and the state level evaluations of each program

· Identify student strengths and weaknesses using district or site level data as appropriate. Disaggregate measures of student achievement in mathematics and language arts from API and STAR results

· Review results from district assessments in the content area for which materials are being adopted. District assessment data is especially useful for the content areas that do not have STAR results

· Identify student diversity/universal access issues that instructional materials need to address—high achievement, low achievement, English learner populations, special needs populations
· The district plans professional development to assist teachers effectively implement the new adoption

All students in RVUSD are using state-adopted, standards-aligned core materials. The district received no Williams Uniform Complaints regarding textbooks and instructional materials for the 07/8 or the 08/09. On the following dates the Board of Trustees adopted a Resolution for Instructional Materials Realignment Program for grades K – 6 ensuring that each pupil is provided with a standards-aligned textbook for core subjects.  Copies of Williams Settlement, Quarterly Uniform Complaint Report Summary (Ed Code #35186(d) are attached for:

· April 1 – June 30, 2008 – Board Meeting date of June 13, 2008 
· July 1 – September 30, 2008 – Board Meeting date of October 7, 2008

· October 1 – December 31, 2008 – Board Meeting date of January 13, 2009

While the district is requesting an additional year to purchase mathematics materials, K – 6, every student has a copy of the core text.
3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance that is declared in the request for additional time.)

· The deadline for implementing new mathematics programs for grades K – 6 is November 15, 2009

As the State of California considers its present budget crisis, funding of certain categorical programs is uncertain for the coming school year (2009 – 2010), including funding for the Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP – Resource Code 7156). However, without state funding for new textbooks through the IMFRP funds, it would be impossible to fully implement this adoption by the required deadline. 

· This waiver is being sought to extend the deadline for implementation by one year for grades K – 6
Mathematics and one year for K – 6 Reading/English Language Arts in the event that the state does not fully fund this program
