San Marcos Unified School District (SMUSD) is requesting that the SBE provide it one additional year to purchase standards-aligned instructional materials for kindergarten through grade eight from the SBE-adopted 2008 Reading Language Arts (RLA) Adoption list and allow SMUSD to purchase replacement materials until the new adoption deadline of 2011.  The district will purchase RLA adopted materials for the start of the 2011-2012 school year.  

SMUSD is currently completing its purchase of the SBE-adopted materials for mathematics.  If the IMRF is eliminated per one of the budget proposals, the district will exceed its IMF allocation by $200,000 in order to complete this purchase.  Due to the unstable state budget forecast, SMUSD needs the additional time to adequately conduct its adoption process and provide the professional development to ensure programs are effectively implemented.  

The projected costs for the English/Language Arts adoption is $2,000,000 for K-8 students in SMUSD.  The expected IMFRP fund for SMUSD for this current school year equals $1,184,340.  This amount may be in jeopardy with the current budget proposals at the state level.  Based on the same funding rate as this current year, SMUSD would expect a similar amount for the 2009-2010 school year if the budget is not eliminated or reduced.  This level of funding may provide for the purchase of most of the K-8 RLA adoption, but it does not provide sufficient dollars to purchase textbooks in other areas for growth and replacement.  The cost of grades 9-12 textbooks in English language arts is an additional cost to the district.  

The one-year delay in the purchase of K-8 RLA would allow SMUSD to purchase the SBE-adopted materials over a three-year period and purchase replacement texts for other core subject areas as needed.   SMUSD’s initial plan is to purchase grades 6-8 textbooks for the 2010-2011 school year and grades K-5 textbooks for the 2011-2012 school year. 
II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
San Marcos Unified School District has an API of 810.  This is an increase of 24 points from the previous year.   SMUSD has realized steady increases in its API.
