	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:

Temecula Valley USD would like to defer adoption of K-8 English Language Arts from an implementation in fall 2010 to an implementation in fall 2011.  During the past three years, we have adopted K-8 Social Studies, K-8 Science, and K-8 Mathematics.  We are still processing the K-8 Mathematics program and have experienced multiple delays by the publisher in delivering the required ancillary materials.  Rather than beginning adoption procedures for English Language Arts, we prefer to wait to begin the process until the 2010-2011 school year for implementation in the 2011-12 school year.  Waiting an additional 12 months will provide an opportunity for the district’s teachers, particularly K-5 teachers, to adapt to the new mathematics adoption before having still another new adoption to learn and implement. 

Additionally, budget issues during 2007-08 resulted in teachers’ teaching assignments being changed, which means that not only did they have to learn the content for a new grade but had to learn how to use a newly adopted mathematics textbook.  With the budget outlook for the current and next school years we expect a similar disruption in teaching assignments.  

Temecula Valley USD contacted the publishers of our current ELA adopted textbooks to verify that we would be able to purchase copies of the existing adopted textbooks for new students that enter the district and to replace lost and damaged textbooks.  We have also made arrangements to purchase sufficient consumable materials to last through the 2010-11 school year for students in grades K-8.

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

TVUSD needs a delay of 12 months to adopt English Language Arts (ELA) textbooks to allow teachers and library staffs at 18 elementary and 6 middle schools the time to complete the mathematics adoption.  Additionally, the ELA adoption will cost approximately $2,000,000, but the district receives annual IMFRP funds in the approximate amount of $1,977,000.  Given all of the textbooks we need to purchase for growth and replacements and for adoptions K-12, deferring the ELA adoption for one year would allow us to accumulate the funds necessary to make the purchase in 2011.
