EC 60422. (a) A local governing board shall use funding received pursuant to this chapter to ensure that each pupil is provided with a standards-aligned textbook or basic instructional materials, as adopted by the State Board of Education subsequent to the adoption of content standards pursuant to Section 60605 for kindergarten and grades 1 to 8, inclusive, or as adopted by the local governing board pursuant to Sections 60400 and 60411, for grades 9 to 12, inclusive. Pupils shall be provided with standards-aligned textbooks or basic instructional materials by the beginning of the first school term that commences no later than 24 months after those materials were adopted by the State Board of Education.


	5. Desired outcome/rationale. Give a general description of what adoption you want to postpone and the reason:
Dry Creek Joint Elementary School District (DCJESD) is requesting a one-year postponement of the purchase of new instructional materials both for K-8 mathematics and K-8 English language arts. Mathematics would be extended from Fall 2009 to Fall 2010 and English language arts would be extended from Fall 2010 to Fall 2011.  In extending the new adoption, this would extend the use of our current standards-aligned, state approved textbook from 7 years to 8 years.  This waiver would allow DCJESD to address several issues:
In response to the current State Budget Crisis, the DCJESD is preparing to meet severe fiscal challenges in the current and upcoming year.  The Governor’s Proposed Budget includes a number of cuts not only for the 2009-10 budget year, but for the current year as well.  Additionally, student enrollment in the DCJESD is projected to decline by approximately 300 students in the 2009-10 school year. This decline in student enrollment will result in an additional loss of state funding which, when combined with State Budget cuts, will result in a dramatic loss of revenue to our district.  The IMFRP carryover from 2007-08 is $211,347.  The 2008-2009 projected award is $513,218. The cost of a K-8 math adoption is estimated to be $900,000.  Based on data from past adoptions, and review of current SBE approved publisher programs, implementing the next English language arts adoption may cost considerably more compared to other subject areas.  
DCJESD’s continued improvement in state test scores across all ten schools demonstrates the commitment to teacher quality, standards-aligned instruction and professional development. Our textbook processes are comprehensive, utilizing the recommendations of CDE and CISC, including analysis of current practices and assessment data, evaluation of publisher programs at each grade level, and multi-year implementation support.

In 2009-2010 DCJESD would like to focus our limited staff development resources on the continued alignment of essential standards with common district summative assessments and common site formative assessments, standards-based report cards, and the existing K-8 math and ELA publisher programs. In allowing this extension, limited resources may serve to ground the work of promising practices, while eliminating the need to compromise quality implementation of new curriculum.

I. Responses to the Statutory Criteria for Waiver Approval:

EC 60422(c) The State Board of Education may grant the school district additional time to meet the purchasing requirements of subdivision (a) if the governing board of the school district demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the state board, that all of the following criteria apply to the district:

1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional 
materials program.
DCJESD has in place a comprehensive process for textbook adoptions.  Utilizing the 24-Month Rule, a committee of teachers begins the process by reviewing, analyzing and evaluating student performance, and developing a profile of student needs and current resources. The Director of Curriculum and Staff Development creates adoption criteria for the review of new publisher programs, and either hosts various publishers at the district or invites the committee to attend an instructional materials presentation at a county office of education. Two to three publishers are identified as initially matching the district criteria and are invited into the district pilot process.  A larger committee of pilot teachers, representing all grade levels participates in half day trainings with selected publishers and begins a six to eight week pilot of each.  During the pilot period, teachers review standards alignment, program organization, assessments, student access and instructional planning and support.  At the conclusion of the pilot, teachers meet to review pilot evaluations and reach consensus regarding the final selection of publisher programs to recommend for adoption. Once the Board of Trustees approves the recommendations, a schedule for staff development and training is developed.

The school district has an Adoption Timeline based on the 24-Month Rule and includes the following steps: Adoption Committee reviews all publisher materials at county office of education; selection of publishers for local presentation; training on selected pilot materials; pilot period; Adoption Committee recommendation; parent preview of materials; recommendation to the Board of Trustees; purchase materials; develop and implement training on newly adopted materials.  
II. Assessment Information: STAR and local assessments in the particular subject matter 
DCJESD’s Academic Performance Index (API) of 849 exceeds the state target of 800 by 49 points illustrated in Local Document #14. DCJESD has shown consistent growth over the past years, representing a positive change during 2004-2008 of 30 points.  All ten schools within the district participating in the 2008 STAR Testing have met and exceeded the statewide target of 800.   All ten schools have demonstrated growth during 2004-2008, with the highest percentage gain reaching 71 points.  Additionally, as reflected on the 2008 Accountability Progress Report (APR), DCJESD met 37 of 37 AYP Criteria.
The percent of students at or above the proficient mark on the District 2008 Adequate Yearly Progress Report was met by all significant subgroups.

III Summary Rationale: Request for an Alternative Date of Compliance for EC 60422(a)

Dry Creek Joint Unified School District’s vision and commitment to continuous improvement in student achievement is realized through strong and vital professional learning communities, focused on student learning and results.  Learning communities exist at every site as a means of embedding professional practice to improve teaching and learning. Teams consistently review standards, pace curriculum, create and implement appropriate assessment of students, analyze student work/data, and read and discuss research-based practice.  Teacher quality and ongoing professional development is a major factor in DCJESD’s student achievement. The full adoption process is critical for teacher acquisition of knowledge and skills, and ultimately the implementation of a successful delivery of curriculum.

Unfortunately, DCJESD is facing a severe fiscal crisis due to declining enrollment and the state budget deficit.  DCJESD currently has standards-aligned, state Board approved publisher programs/texbooks available from the last adoption cycle in mathematics and English language arts.  DCJESD would like to postpone for one year the purchase and implementation of new instructional materials both for K-8 mathematics and K-8 English Language arts to ensure that all students continue to have adequate textbooks and other necessary resources and teachers remain well trained to use the materials. Permitting additional time will allow DCJESD the time and resources to plan, train, and purchase and implement a successful program.
