Condition 

When recalculating the District's kindergarten annual instructional m.nutes, we determined that the 
3.Dr.U3.l minutes offered (for both the .~f and PJ\I Kindergarten) were below the 36,0('0 annual 
instructional minutes minimum requirement by 51nminutes 

Effect 

The questioned cost generated from the annual minutes shortage is S12,996,23 (determined using the 
penalty calculation worksheet on the CDE website). 

Cause 

The District did not exclude lunch time in its calr-ulntion (,f annual minutes for kindergarten 

Recommendation 

The State Board of Education may grant' a waiver of the penalties if the site, in the yea- immediately 
following the shortage, maintains minutes equal to the shortage in addition to their annual mmutes 
requirement (i.e. 36,510) aile the minutes 81'"(' maintained for t.vice the number-of YCiH~ that the site 
failed to maintain the minimum annual minutes requirement. The Dis'rict should apply for a waiver 
and main fair: the additional required minutes for an additional two years. 

District Respouse 

The District has corrected the instructional minutes for Kindergarten. Each yeJr the instructional 
mmutes will be checked by the Assistant Snperinrende»r of Instruction/Personnel.
